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RHETORICAL MEMORIA IN THE CONTEXT OF NEURO-COGNITIVE
MEMORY STUDIES
Michael Burke

Rhetoric is a core, primarily language-based, humanities subject. For hundreds of years it
made up the backbone of learning and skills acquisition in the Western scholastic world, together
with its two sisters: grammar and logic. Memory is a key concept in rhetorical theory and practice.
It is the fourth of the five canons and it allows orators to speak words and phrases persuasively,
unhindered by notes and props. In this talk, I will begin by first reflecting on my own rhetorical
teaching practice and then by describing a two thousand year old method of rhetorical
memorization from a book | use in my teaching called the Rhetorica adHerennium. I will then
consider the main two aspects from that mnemonic theory, namely, backgrounds and images in
the light of contemporary research on the cognitive neuroscience of memory. In particular, I will
bring the ancient method of rhetorical memoria into a conversation with the modern theories of
constructive memory and simulation theory. | will do this in the hope that they may initiate a
meaningful exchange on how language, the mind and the brain may be considered across their
disciplinary boundaries.
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THE METAPHOR OF EMBODIMENT IN APPLICATION TO ARCHITECTURAL
WORKS. A TRANSDISCIPLINARY CONNECTION BETWEEN VERBAL LANGUAGE
AND ARCHITECTURE AS SEMIOTIC SYSTEMS

Verbal language, unavoidably, constitutes a primary metalanguage (metasemiotics) of the
commentary on the products of other artistic media, including architecture. Unsurprisingly, a
dominant figure in the poetic renderings of architecture has been metaphor, in which a variety of
source domains has been mapped onto the usual target domain, that is a building. Our concern
is a prominent metaphor A BUILDING IS A HUMAN BODY. With its roots in Greek antiquity,
made famous owing to the influence of Vitruvius and visualized in da Vinci’s drawing of The
Vitruvian Man, the metaphor of the alleged corporeality of architecture focuses on the
anthropomorphic and anthropocentric nature of architectural constructions. Paul Crowther (2009)
provides other bodily connotations triggered by various architectonic elements, e.g., A COLUMN
IS A HUMAN FIGURE or A TRIUMPHAL ARCH IS A VICTOR. Since the buildings are not meant
for external examination only but primarily for the engagement of human beings with their
interiors, a walk inside a building can also lead to identifying its internal organs, e.g., THE MAIN
ALTAR IS THE HEART/HEAD OF THE CHURCH’S INTERIOR. Within the conception of
ARCHITECTURE PERSONIFIED it is also possible to ascribe to buildings certain features of
character, attitudes and emotions (Rasmussen, 1959). Beyond the Western paradigm, in the
Buddhist tradition, the form of stupa/chorten can be associated with Buddha’s body (cf.
Chrzanowska-Kluczewska, 2024).

The fact of this embodied cognition was voiced by Heinrich Walfflin (1886), claiming that
“Our own bodily organization is the form through which we apprehend everything physical,”
the idea further elaborated by Maurice Merleau-Ponty (1964) and by cognitive studies in general
(Zahavi, 2010; Varela, Thompson & Rosch, 2016). The human penchant for personification
seems to be corroborated by neuroscientific research as Joseph LeDoux (2015) points out that
anthropomorphization may well be an innate function of the human brain. In its double capacity
verbal language imposes a figurative reading on architecture as a non-verbal semiotic system
and reflects the Ispatial-visual conceptualizations by architects.
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FORCE DYNAMICS IN UNEXPECTED PLACES
Martin Hilpert

Talmy (2000, p. 409) describes force dynamics as a conceptual category that captures how
entities interact with respect to force, i.e., in the exertion of force, resisting or overcoming force,
blocking force, or removing such blockage. In language, force dynamics manifests itself both in
lexis and in grammatical structures. With regard to open-class lexical items, words such as help or
hinder convey force-dynamic meanings. In grammar, widely discussed examples include causative
constructions (make OBJ VERB), modal auxiliaries (must, should), conjunctions (because,
although, whereas), and discourse markers (nevertheless, however).

This talk makes the argument that force-dynamic meanings are present in a number of
syntactic constructions that have not been discussed yet with regard to this conceptual category. |
will use corpus data from the COCA (Davies, 2008) and collostructional analysis (Stefanowitsch
and Gries, 2003) in order to show that force dynamics characterize the constructional meaning of
object-to-subject raising (Langacker, 1995), complement clauses with -ing (Egan, 2008; Hilpert,
2010), and thesplit infinitive construction (Huddleston and Pullum, 2002). The three construction
types are illustrated below: (1) The problem is hard to fix; (2) Failing to comply can result in legal
penalties; (3) She was the first to fully comprehend the implications.

In Talmy’s terms, example (1) represents a force-dynamic scenario in which an antagonist
hinders the agonist’s tendency towards action. In other words, solving a problem that is hard to fix
requires substantial force on the part of the agonist. In example (2), the agonist, who is failing to
comply, does not exhibit a tendency towards action despite a social force that is exerted by an
antagonist. In example (3), the split infinitive to fully comprehend signals that an agonist has
completely overcome the tendency toward rest that is present in the antagonist. Any blockage of
comprehension is thus removed.

Whereas it would be possible to argue that the force-dynamic meaning in these examples arises
through the lexical elements that occur in them, collostructional analyses reveal that the three
construction types are systematically associated with different force-dynamic categories. For example,
complement clauses with -ing can not only express a tendency toward rest (failing to comply), but also
disposition toward action (trying to persuade), overcoming obstacles (learning to control), and
obligations (having to go). A second argument for assuming constructional meanings is the fact that
the construction shows coercion effects, imposing its meaning on lexical verbs that are not inherently
force-dynamic. In summary, this talk offers a new perspective on force dynamics and its expression in
grammar. The empirical findings will be discussed in terms of their implications for a usage-based
network model of language (Diessel, 2019, 2023; Schmid 2020).
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WHAT DOES SOCIALLY RESPONSIBLE LANGUAGE EDUCATION
POLICY LOOK LIKE?
Ursula Lanvers

In 2023, West Virginia University (WVU) in the United States decided to stop all world
language provision, except for a very basic provision, as part of an academic transformation
process, set in the context of a US-wide anti-diversity, equality and inclusion agenda, instead
favouring monolingual, Anglocentric and homogenised educational values. This politically
motivated erosion of language learning is a back-handed acknowledgement of the transformational
power of language learning.

Questions such as which language(s) should be taught (if any), who should learn them, for
how long, etc. relate to strategic societal aims to develop a nation’s collective economic and social
wellbeing (Shohamy, 2006). In other words, all shaping of LEP (language education policy) is an
inherently political act. Global English has given rise to specific socio-political and ethical
challenges in LEP, such as “English (as L1 or L2) is enough” attitudes. | will present three criteria
of socially responsible LEP, each one accompanied by examples. These are a) that LEP aims to
redress rather than reinforce social injustices, both past and present; b) that its aims and rationales
are to be debated and negotiated openly and democratically; c) that its aims and rationales include
supporting societal and community cohesion, understanding and tolerance, and countering the
“othering” of certain groups.
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ENACTIVISM AND UKRAINIAN GRAMMAR
Alla P. Martynyuk

Growing recognition of the evactivist idea of linguistic meaning as a product of subject-
environment interactions (Gallese & Lakoff, 2005; Bergen, 2012; Johnson, 2018) prompts a
challenging question whether there exist linguistic structures that could be interpreted as
embodying such interactions. In search of an answer, | paid attention to Ukrainian impersonal
constructions expressing internal psychophysiological states that semantically can be treated
as a response to some outer activity; e.g., Yyw s — ne cnumbca wocb Mmoemy RAPYOKOSi
(BoBuok); Meni esuricacmuvca, sx 6 muxim, pioHim Kol cmapuil 0i0yCb HABYA CBOIX OHYKI6
(Ykpainka); Oonoeo pazy nouynocs Queni cepeo noui clopuants noiwosoeo konuxa (Binbae); A
wo mo 6yoe 3aémpa, — 0ymanocy Knazesi (Ykpainka).

Since Ukrainian impersonal constructions of this kind have no counterparts in English,
they represent a translation problem. That prompts the research hypothesis that these Ukrainian
syntactic structures and their English translations would instantiate different construals
(Langacker, 1987) of the same referential situation, embodying different cultural models of
subject-environment interactions. The empirical material includes 400 instantiations of Ukrainian
impersonal constructions representing psychophysiological states found in Taras Shevchenko's
poetry and their translations into English performed by Vera Rich and John Weir.

Translation analysis show that Ukrainian impersonal constructions are mostly rendered
by active voice structures, e. g., Ak disuama yinyiomscs, Ax ix oonimaroms, I wo moiidi im
oiemoca, A 1 ooci ne 3naio... (LlleBuenko) — How the girls all kiss their sweethearts, How they
hold them close, Embracing, and the love_they feel, Still I do not know... (Rich); Ta & con
arce, con, nanpuuyo ouenuti, Meni npucnueca (IlleBuenko) — Oh, what a vision rare | saw In
sleep that night (Weir); He meni I[Ipo mee 3nams, 3a wo kapaiocs, Ta il 3Hams He XOUeMbCA MEHI,
(LIesuenko) — To know The reason why is not for me,_I do not even wish to know (Rich).

Such Ukrainian impersonal constructions cannot be addressed as active or passive
forms since their semantic roles do not involve agent-patient relations. The experiencers of the
psychophysiological states denoted by the impersonal verb-predicates are expressed by dative
case pronouns, which endows the experiencers with the semantic role of recipients. Together with
semantics of reciprocity of the impersonal verb-predicates this constructs the experience as
enacted by some unidentifiable outer agency. In English translations the experiencers are marked by
personal pronouns in the nominative case that correlate with the subjects of active-voice sentences.
Such a construal creates an illusion that the experiencers are agents in full control of their
psychophysiological states.

| claim that the original and translation embody two cultural models of subject-
environment interactions: representational-androcentric and enactive-ecological. In English
representational-androcentric model, the subject perceives and describes experiences as a
detached observer as if they were objects under his/her control. In Ukrainian enactive-ecological
model, the subject perceives and describes experiences as a deeply engaged participant of
ongoing mutually active interactions, who is constantly feeling the impact of the environment.

METAPHORS AND VACCINES
Elena Semino
Lancaster University, the UK

What do memories, raincoats and snakes have in common? They have all been used as
metaphors for vaccines by people with different views and communicative goals.

This talk is concerned with how, why and with what potential consequences metaphors are
used to communicate about vaccines by different people in different contexts, including popular
science books, public health campaigns, and podcasts by celebrity anti-vaxxers. It shows how
different metaphors are used to achieve different communicative goals, from explaining how
rapidly-developed vaccines are safe, to suggesting that vaccines are part of a large-scale conspiracy
at the expense of ordinary people. These observations are set against the findings of
psycholinguistic studies on the framing effects of different metaphors. The talk will conclude with
reflections on the implications of both discourse analytic and psycholinguistic research for the role
of metaphors in communication about vaccines.

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STYLISTICS AND CHATGPT: INVESTIGATING LINGUISTIC BIAS IN LARGE
LANGUAGE MODELS

ChatGPT’s release in November 2022 marked the beginning of an exponential increase in
public awareness and use of large language models (LLMs). But LLM outputs are vulnerable to
both misinterpretation of linguistic inference in prompts (Basmov et al., 2023) and political bias
within their training data (Motoki et al., 2023). Understanding how stylistic choices in prompt
framing affect LLM output is therefore a crucial component of recent calls for systematic
accountability in LLM use.

This paper reports a study in which ChatGPT-4 was asked to directly assess responsibility
and blameworthiness of participants in reciprocal and transactive verb phrases describing a
fictional political protest (following Hart, 2018). While its answers show some variation, the
overall trends did not match variance and patterning found in human responses to the same test.
However, when the same frames were further used in prompts asking ChatGPT to write fictitious
news articles about the event, biases emerge through recurrent stylistic discrepancies. In analysing
such variation, this paper demonstrates that critical stylistic analysis is a valuable framework for
both the detection and interpretation of ideological bias in LLM-produced texts.
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HUMAN NEURAL NETWORKS ARE THE MOST EFFICIENT LARGE LANGUAGE
MODELS

Language represents a distinctive evolutionary milestone, widely acknowledged as a key
factor in the advancement of human cognitive complexity (Corballis, 2003), and most children
successfully acquire native language(s) barring any pathology. Large language models (LLMSs)
such as GPT-4 from OpenAl (OpenAl et al., 2024), Gemini from Google (Gemini Team et al.,
2023), LLaMA from Meta (Touvron et al., 2023), and many others, recently emerged as a powerful
tool to understand and generate human language. However, they currently do not achieve human-
like performance in all language tasks, and replicating human-level language acquisition abilities
in LLMs still remains a challenge. In this work, we discuss similarities and differences between
language acquisition by children and language learning by LLMs. We will provide an overview of
mechanisms humans and LLMs use for processing language. On the one hand, we will describe
perceptual and neural foundations of first language acquisition in children and language processing
mechanisms in adults. On the other hand, we will discuss processes such as model training,
tokenization, input/output embeddings, as well as attention and positional encoding mechanisms
in LLMs, focusing on both speech as well as text models. For example, discrepancies between
humans and LLMs can be found in terms of how they handle noisy and variable data. Currently,
humans seem to be more robust in processing noisy speech and text data compared to LLMs
(Geirhos et al., 2018). What is more, there is a difference of up to five orders of magnitude in
language input between LLMs and human children, and at least three between LLMs and even the
most literate adults (Frank, 2023). Interestingly, both humans and LLMs seem to converge on
other aspects of language processing such as continuous embedding spaces to represent abstract
language units (Goldstein et al., 2022) and some aspects of attention mechanisms (Eberle et al.,
2022), as well as predictive mechanisms for language processing (Caucheteux & King, 2022). All
in all, language processing by humans and LLMs has both similarities and differences, which can
be highly informative for better understanding of human language acquisition mechanisms, as well
as for designing more efficient language models.
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NATURAL LANGUAGE PROCESSING IN AI-POWERED SYSTEMS

One of the core features of the 21% century Linguistics is the emergence of large volumes
of documents, publications and other information sources which need to be sorted and unified. It
was during this period that the first information retrieval systems were developed. At the initial
stages, such search was carried out only manually. However, rapid development of the computer
industry and, accordingly, the subsequent processes automation significantly contributed to
digitizing text information formats and, consequently, developing the automatic information
retrieval systems.

With the ever-growing quantity of diverse information sources, the need of structuring the
information ecosystem has become even more acute and has rapidly turned into one of the most
pressing issues of contemporary Linguistics. Therefore, automatic text analysis and synthesis, text
clustering, linguistic databases and their automation, improvement of information retrieval
systems are among the most important areas of linguistic research. On the one hand, a swift
technological development has simplified the fulfilment of the aforementioned tasks, particularly
with the wide-spread use of Al. However, on the other hand, even the Al-powered systems
enabling automatic language analysis do not always provide qualitative results.

At present there is a great variety of Al-powered tools aimed at providing language
analysis: Open Archives Initiatives — Protocol for Metadata Harvesting (OAI-PMH), OBSERVER,
OntoSeek, WordNet, TextAnalyst, RetrievalWare, CONTEXT, Data Hammer, DimSum,
Extractor, GE Summarizer, Intelligent Miner, IntellScope, InText, InTextSummarizerPlus,
ProSum etc (Giorgi, 2012). However, profound linguistic analysis requires performing a set of
tasks to ensure the accuracy of the results. Modern Al language analysis systems are mostly
appropriate for performing a few functional tasks, but none of them are developed enough to
provide high-quality results. Thus, it is of the utmost significance to work out an effective
algorithm for natural language processing to ensure that Al-powered systems provide more
accurate results.

One of the core issues in this regard is the need to replenish such systems with a sufficient
amount of resources for further automatic language analysis (Pizziconi, 2017). It manifests a
strong significance because if language under study is a high-resource one as English, the analysis
results will be more or less trustworthy. This is because the system has enough material to work
with and form corresponding language patterns to analyze it. However, in case of low-resource
languages like Ukrainian, the quality of the results obtained after such an analysis will be rather
conflicting. Thus, the first step in creating an algorithm for automatic language analysis is to enrich
the system with the appropriate material.

Another crucial step is to carry out morphological, grammatical, lexical and syntactic
language analyses (Braun, 2010). They will assist in analyzing the basic language patterns which
will lay the ground for automatic analysis within the system.

Finally, after completing these two steps, the system will be able to process natural
language, transform it into the format readable for the computer tool and analyze it following the
patterns which were previously identified. Then the system will define relations within the texts
and their keywords. All this will foster a more accurate search results and, in the long-term, cretae
a structured information ecosystem.
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ENHANCING STUDENTS’ IT COMMUNICATIVE COMPETENCIES THROUGH
DIGITAL TECHNOLOGIES

Rapid development of digital technologies has made them an integral part of the
educational process, serving as essential tools for developing students’ communicative skills,
critical thinking, creativity, problem-solving abilities, and, of course, digital literacy. These
technologies facilitate interactive and immersive learning experiences, enable personalized
education through a variety of Al-driven platforms, as well as enhance collaboration by connecting
learners with their peers worldwide. Moreover, they provide access to vast educational resources,
making learning more engaging, efficient, dynamic, interactive, and tailored to individual needs.
The potential of digital technologies to improve learning and increase its effectiveness has been
widely recognized by scholars. Researchers have explored various aspects of technology-enhanced
learning, including its impact on academic performance (Duterte, 2024), the use of Augmented
Reality (AR) systems in language learning and teaching (Schor, Plecher, Eichhorn, & Klinker,
2024), the role of social media in the learning process (Manfredo, 2023), etc. According to our
survey, the most popular and innovative technologies used by IT students for learning foreign
languages include the following:1) Generative Al chatbots, particularly ChatGPT, which can
create dialogues, correct grammar, generate exercises, and help students expand their vocabulary.
These chatbots provide a fun and interactive way to support language learning by enhancing
students’ communicative and writing skills. Additionally, they offer instant feedback, simulate
real-life conversations, and adapt to individual learners’ needs, making the learning process more
personalized and effective; 2) Virtual Reality (VR) and Augmented Reality (AR) technologies
allow students to practice and improve their language skills in realistic, simulated environments.
AR Flashcards, such as Metaverse AR, enhance vocabulary learning with interactive 3D elements,
making the learning experience more immersive and engaging; 3) Social media serve as an
excellent platform where students not only share resources but also discuss topics, interact actively
with each other, and develop their professional communicative skills. Additionally, it provides
access to multimedia content such as video, podcasts, and articles, further enriching the language
learning experience and fostering a collaborative learning environment.

Among other widely used innovative technologies for learning foreign languages, tech
students frequently rely on smart devices, voice assistants, speech recognition technology,
YouTube videos, and Al-enhanced learning platforms and apps, such as Quizlet, Duolinguo,
Memrise, Puzzword, and others. Overall, while digital technologies are becoming increasingly
prevalent and rapidly integrating into all spheres of our life, they alone may not fully meet students’
needs in the educational process, particularly in all aspects of language learning. Instead, they
should complement traditional teaching methods. Only through this blended approach can
education, especially foreign language learning, become truly effective, well-rounded, and

engaging.
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ETHICAL CONSIDERATIONS OF INTEGRATING Al IN TEACHING PUBLIC
SPEAKING TO EFL MASTER’S STUDENTS

This presentation aligns with the educators’ focus on modern approaches and innovative
technologies in developing foreign language communicative competence to be applied in student’s
future professional fields. The proposal explores the ethical considerations of Al in teaching public
speaking to Master’s students (B2 level) in English as a Foreign Language (EFL) courses. The
study highlights Al-driven strategies that foster rhetorical awareness, argument structuring, and
audience engagement while maintaining academic integrity and critical thinking skills.
Developing public speaking skills is a part of EFL syllabi for Master’s students in terms of their
academic and professional goals. Al-powered tools, such as speech analysis, argumentation
practice, and real-time feedback systems, offer opportunities for learners to refine their rhetorical
skills and strategies. However, integrating Al in EFL education raises ethical concerns, including
over-reliance on Al-generated content, the extemporaneous way of oral communication, and the
balance between Al assistance and students’ critical thinking. Thus, the goal of this proposal is to
propose an instructional framework for responsibly integrating Al tools in a public speech
development. The methodology of this study employs a qualitative analysis of students’ oral
performance based on interactions with Al-powered speech tools. Observations and preliminary
findings suggest that Al can provide effective scaffolding for speech training by 1) offering instant
feedback on semantics, coherence, and rhetorical techniques; 2) enabling personalized practice
through Al-driven speech models; 3) enhancing critical thinking by facilitating structured speaking
exercises. However, ethical challenges arise when students rely too heavily on Al-generated
content. As a result, the difficulties arise with the students' intellectual development, their speech
content originality, and the audience engagement due to the speakers’ sounding unnatural,
bookish, and monotonous. This study proposes practical guidelines for responsible Al integration
in the students’ speech preparation, ensuring that technology supports rather than replaces their
role in developing public speeches. Practical Guidelines for Responsible Al Integration in
Speech Preparation are as follows: 1) Encourage Ethical Human-Al Collaboration — Students
should responsibly engage in structuring their speeches while using Al for feedback and
refinement. In particular, students have to understand that Al operates as a supportive tool,
assisting them in identifying logical gaps, improving clarity, and enhancing rhetorical strategies
without replacing their creative input. To ensure ethical usage, students must critically evaluate
Al-generated suggestions rather than passively accept them. Instructors should guide learners in
distinguishing between Al-assisted refinement and personal contribution, fostering a balance
where Al enhances human expression rather than dictating it. By cultivating a collaborative
approach, students can use Al's analytical strengths while maintaining their originality and
communicative intent. 2) Ensure Transparent Al Use — Clearly communicate Al’s
imperfections, helping students to understand both its benefits and limitations, such as cultural and
contextual biases, misinterpreted humour, or specific audience expectations, a lack of authenticity
or emotional resonance. 3) Balance Al Assistance with Peer and Instructor Feedback —
Encourage students to combine Al-generated insights with human critique for a holistic learning
experience. 4) Use Al for Formative Assessment — Al-driven feedback could be used by
educators for assignment grading. 5) Foster Reflective Practices — Implement self-assessment
and reflection activities to ensure students critically engage with Al-generated suggestions. Thus,
while Al presents transformative opportunities for teaching public speaking in EFL contexts, its
application must align with ethical guidelines that prioritize student intellectual development,
critical thinking, and authenticity in communication. The proposed framework offers a balanced
approach to using Al while fostering independent rhetorical skills development among Master’s
EFL students. By addressing ethical Al use, it contributes to the discourse on sustainable and
responsible technology integration in higher education.
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ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE: A BRAVE NEW WORLD?

This presentation discusses the important role of Artificial Intelligence in education in
general and in teaching students with special needs in particular. The presentation devotes special
attention to Goal 4 of the United Sustainable Development Goals (SDGS), whose main purpose is
to achieve inclusive and equitable quality education and promote lifelong learning opportunities
for all through seven targets intended to ensure quality education (United Nations General
Assembly, 2015).

To this end, this presentation first outlines Goal 4 of the SDGS. Second, it deals with Artificial
Intelligence (by analysing selected materials belonging to various text-types that explicitly refer
to Al such as reading, listening, writing and speaking activities) in an innovative approach that
integrates virtual assistants, web apps and consideration of Salman Kahn’s vision presented in his
book entitled Brave New Words: How Al Will Revolutionize Education (2024).

Finally, these materials are used to design a lesson plan offering activities to develop the
students’ four basic language skills. This is carried out by means of the teaching and learning
methodologies PPP (Present Practice Produce) and TBL (Task-Based Learning) (Harmer, 2013).
Apart from learning the relevant grammar and vocabulary, students will also realise that Al power
can be harnessed for positive purposes.

In conclusion, Al plays a critical role in advancing Goal 4 by making education more
accessible, personalized and equitable for students with special needs. It breaks down barriers and
opens up new possibilities to give learners the chance to benefit from an inclusive educational
system.
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ASSESSING ACADEMIC WRITING OUTCOMES: A COMPARATIVE STUDY OF
ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE VERSUS TRADITIONAL ASSESSMENT TOOLS
Aicha Rahal
Pazmany University, Hungary

Despite the development of Artificial Intelligence (Al) and its significant contribution to
the field of education, issues related to assessment are still underexplored. This study focuses
upon the key differences between teacher and Al assessment of academic writing, focusing on the
contrasting approaches of teachers and tools like ChatGPT.The presentation will examine how
these divergent assessment methods influence student learning, highlighting the strengths and
limitations of each in fostering academic growth. The study analyses 15 academic writing essays
assessed by teachers and ChatGPT with the focus on various factors, such as syntactic complexity,
academic vocabulary, coherence, etc. and the differences between humans. Al assessment are
identified. The results revealed the key difference between the two ways of assessment
demonstrated in teachers’ awareness of the organization of ideas (the structure of paragraph,
including the topic sentence, supporting details and the concluding sentence), whereas ChatGPT
assessment focuses more on coherence. Additionally, the two assessment tools share some points
in terms of the use of academic vocabulary and syntactic complexity. We strongly believe that
the results of this study may contribute to enhancing the learning process, particularly teaching
academic writing.

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Al AS A TOOL FOR DEVELOPING RECEPTIVE COMMUNICATION SKILLS

In the ever-evolving world of education and communication, Artificial Intelligence (Al) is
playing an increasingly vital role. One of the areas where Al is making a significant impact is the
development of receptive communication skills. It refers to the ability to understand, process, and
respond to spoken or written language effectively. This skill is foundational in academic,
professional, and personal communication, as it enables individuals to engage with and respond to
others in meaningful ways.

Traditionally, enhancing receptive discourse skills required manual intervention from
educators and peers. However, with the integration of Al into language learning, these skills can
now be developed more efficiently and engagingly. According to Liu and Liu (2019), Al-based
systems are particularly effective in improving both receptive and productive language skills by
offering tailored learning experiences.

Al-Driven Listening Comprehension: Listening comprehension is a core component of
receptive discourse. Al technologies, particularly Natural Language Processing (NLP), have
revolutionized how learners can engage with spoken language. Al-powered platforms such as
language learning apps, virtual assistants (like Siri and Alexa), and speech recognition software
provide learners with the ability to listen to a wide range of spoken materials and interact with the
language in real-time. These Al tools can adapt to a learner's proficiency level, if supplied with
appropriate content. For example, Al-powered language apps can adjust the difficulty of listening
exercises based on a learner's progress, providing immediate feedback and allowing for repetition,
which is crucial in reinforcing learning (Garrido & Garcia, 2020). Furthermore, speech recognition
technology can evaluate how well the learners have understood spoken language by comparing
their responses to pre-programmed correct answers.

Al for Reading Comprehension: Reading comprehension is another important aspect of
receptive discourse, and Al tools offer numerous ways to improve this skill. For example,
Intelligent Text Analysis: Al tools such as reading assistants or e-readers with NLP can break
down complex texts, highlighting key vocabulary, phrases, or grammar structures that may be
challenging. This can enhance comprehension by helping learners focus on important information.
Some Al systems provide interactive reading experiences where learners can click on unfamiliar
words to receive immediate translations, definitions, or context.

Moreover, while Al can enhance the learning process, it is still important for learners to
engage with human instructors and peers in face-to-face communication. A balance of Al tools
and social interaction remains essential for well-rounded receptive discourse skills.

Al is a powerful tool for enhancing receptive communicative skills, providing learners with
personalized, adaptive, and interactive learning experiences. By integrating listening and reading
comprehension activities, real-time interaction analysis, and continuous feedback, Al allows
learners to develop and refine the skills needed for effective communication.
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STEPHEN KING’S INDIVIDUAL STYLE AND ITS REPRODUCTION IN
TRANSLATION

The study of an author’s idiostyle, its structural and semantic characteristics, and its role in
shaping genre conventions is a fundamental issue in linguostylistics. Stephen King’s works,
characterized by a distinctive use of comparisons and metaphors, offer a rich field for exploring
how these tropes contribute to his narrative style. The present study examines the linguistic and
translation aspects of King's idiostyle, with a particular focus on the frequency, structural patterns,
and semantic functions of his comparisons and metaphors. Comparisons, which play a central role
in King’s narrative style, serve multiple functions, including enhancing symbolism, establishing
genre-defining characteristics, and intensifying the emotional depth of his stories. The most
commonly occurring structural type in his works is the binomial nominative comparison, while
other forms appear with relatively equal distribution. Similarly, metaphors are frequently
employed, often relying on a single, dominant image rather than complex figurative structures.
These tropes not only define King’s idiostyle but also significantly influence how his narratives
are perceived by readers.

From a translation perspective, rendering King’s idiostyle into other languages presents
notable challenges. Translators adopt varying strategies, ranging from direct lexical and stylistic
transfer to more interpretative methods, including omission, transliteration, and contextual
substitution. While certain adaptations are necessary due to linguistic constraints, a departure from
King’s original stylistic devices often diminishes the immersive and psychological impact of his
narratives. Successful translation strategies preserve the balance between semantic accuracy and
stylistic integrity, ensuring that the horror and suspense elements integral to King's works remain
effective across languages. A crucial aspect of this study is the evaluation of translation choices
that either enhance or weaken the atmospheric depth of King’s texts. The results suggest that
translations maintaining lexical and stylistic proximity to the source material more effectively
preserve the genre’s emotional intensity. In contrast, over-reliance on omission or significant
contextual shifts may lead to a reduction in the intended effect on the reader.

Future research should expand the study of idiostyle beyond horror fiction, examining how
these linguistic mechanisms operate in dramatic literature, where textual interpretation is
influenced by performance and audience reception. The integration of cognitive and stylistic
approaches could further refine the understanding of idiostyle in different literary genres, offering
insights into the broader implications of authorial stylistics in translation studies.
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A COMMON-DISTINCTIVE INSIGHT INTO THE BRITISH AND UKRAINIAN
CULTURES THROUGH THE PERSPECTIVE OF THEIR HIGH-PROFILE FANTASY
NOVELS

This study considers a literary text as a cultural sign system, through code and codification
(Rapport, 2014, p. 57), which reflects mentality, background, cultural values, beliefs, social
reality, experience, images, sounds, objects, and practices of its author — ‘identity’, ‘selfhood’,
‘position’, ‘role’, ‘personality’, ‘subjectivity’, ‘subject’, ‘agent’, ‘subject position’ (Benwell &
Stokoe, 2006, p. 5-6) — and which the audience becomes aware of while communicating, i.e.
‘ethnography of communication’ (Goddard & Wierzbicka, 1997), with the text, making
inferences during reading (O’Brien, Cook & Lorch, 2015) in terms of reader-response criticism
(Freund, 2002).

The current research analyses contemporary British and Ukrainian literary texts that
belong to high-profile fantasy fiction, among them Harry Potter by J. K. Rowling
Honykhmarnyk by D. Kornii, as well as Wings The Colour of Clouds by D. Kornii,
T. Vladmyrova, through the intercultural frame which allows us to get insight into cultural
similarities and differences between the British and the Ukrainian identities.

The emphasis here is on cultural terms, culture specific items, culture markers, cultural
references, cultural bound items and realia. These embrace various material items like food,
clothes, currency, nature, cultural notions like religion, customs, institutions and proper names,
names of persons, animals, locations and traditional celebrations, etc. (Barker & Jane, 2016).

The study examines culture specific words and how the latter foster cohesion and
coherence of literary discourse. The research aims 1) to trace culturally related words in the
above-mentioned high profile fantasy fiction; 2) to qualify culturally related words as formal,
semantic, and communicative markers of literary discourse which provide its cohesion and
coherence; 3) to specify typical and distinctive features between the British and Ukrainian
identities.

Overall, this study advances intercultural understanding of contemporary British and
Ukrainian literary discourse while teaching English and Ukrainian languages and literatures,
while enhanceing intercultural communication and fostering intercultural dialogue between the
UK and Ukrainian communities.
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AUSTRALIAN ABORIGINAL IDENTITY THROUGH RESILIENCE AND CULTURAL
MEMORY IN CONTEMPORARY SHORT STORIES
Oksana A. Babelyuk

The exploration of Australian Aboriginal identity is deeply intertwined with the themes of
resilience and cultural memory. It reflects a rich tapestry of history, experiences, and enduring
connections to Country and community. This research investigates how Aboriginal people in
Australia have navigated the challenges posed by colonization, cultural erasure, and social
marginalization while actively reclaiming and revitalizing their national identities. Through an
interdisciplinary approach incorporating history, sociology, and cultural studies presented in
contemporary short stories, the paper emphasizes that resilience is not just a reaction to adversity
but is ingrained within the cultural practices, narratives, and endurance of Aboriginal communities.
Cultural memory plays a vital role in shaping the identities of Aboriginal people, as a means
through which traditions, stories, and connections to Country are preserved and passed down
through generations. The study examines the significance of oral traditions, storytelling, and
artistic expressions as essential elements of cultural memory that foster a sense of belonging and
continuity. These practices not only reinforce individual and collective identities but also serve as
powerful tools of resistance against cultural assimilation and significant loss. As, e.g., a new
collection of contemporary short stories, “Telling: Stories of Resilience from Nairm Marr
Djambana,” (Djambana, Summers, 2023) which consists of twelve life stories narrated by Elders
from various parts of Country. These stories are rooted in First Nations storytelling traditions,
revealing the diverse and intricate experiences in the aftermath of colonization. Each Elder reflects
on their unique intergenerational trauma and the profound history of the Stolen Generations, filled
with themes of reconnection and resistance. Yvonne Luke describes her reconnection to Alyawerre
Country after generations of removal. Koori leader Mik Edwards shares his story of survival after
being taken from his family during the years of genocide. Dyan Summers narrates a tale of
endurance and strength based on her ancestors who lived on both Flinders Islands and Bunurong
Country during the challenging times of colonization. All the authors are deeply tied to their
Indigenous identity, proudly declaring that they are “Blak, Loud, and Proud” in sharing their
heritage. For instance, Marion Hansen’s story chronicles her experience of being crowned Miss
NAIDOC in 1969 while celebrating these stories of survival. Furthermore, textual fragments of
the stories are paired with evocative photographs, transforming the texts into multimodal
narratives rich with various semiotic signs and symbols. The reclamation of language, art, and
traditional practices emerges as a central theme, showcasing how Aboriginal people actively
engage with their heritage to affirm their identities in modern multicultural Australian society.
Additionally, the relationship between resilience and cultural memory is examined through case
studies that illustrate the adaptive strategies used by Aboriginal communities to address historical
and ongoing challenges. This involves the revitalization of traditional ecological knowledge,
which stresses sustainable practices and profound connections to the land, thereby nurturing both
physical and spiritual resilience. The narrative of survival and renewal is essential for
understanding contemporary Australian Aboriginal identity, emphasizing a dynamic interaction
between past experiences and present realities. It emphasizes the necessity of acknowledging
Aboriginal voices and perspectives in discussions about identity politics, social justice, and
reconciliation. By focusing on the experiences of Aboriginal people, this study advocates for a
more nuanced understanding of Australian Aboriginal identity that celebrates multicultural
diversity and complexity instead of adhering to monolithic representations.
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LINGUISTIC AND NON-LINGUISTIC REASONS FOR THE CHANGE OF
ONOMASTICS IN THE OCCUPIED TERRITORY OF SHIDA KARTLI (SO-CALLED
“SOUTH OSSETIA”)

This presentation discusses the reasons for the change in Georgian endogenous onomastics
in the occupied territory of Shida Kartli (Tskhinvali region) in Georgia. Along with linguistic
features, the socio-political processes and legislative transformations that led to the change in
onomastics, especially of toponyms, in the Tskhinvali region, namely, the replacement of Georgian
toponyms with Ossetian toponyms, are examined. The study based on the description of the
onomastics of the Tskhinvali region revealed several types of such changes, among them instances
of direct calque of toponyms into Ossetian, for example: Georg. vad-ovan-i (top.) < vadi “apple”,
-ovan- suffix; Osset. @arxypxsre (t0p.), Russ. @arxypxus (top.); Georg. didmuxa (top.) < did-
I “big”, muxa “oak”; Osset. Cmoipmynos (top.), Russ. Cmupmynos (top.); Georg. Qvatetri (top.)
< gva “stone”, tetri “white”, Osset. ¥pcoyp, Russ. ¥pcoyp. Toponyms: Dvaliantkari,
Midelantkari, Pavliantkari < Georg. There are cases when the modified toponyms are based on
the respective surnames, e.g., Dvalishvili, Midelauri/ Midelashvili, Pavliashvili. In such
toponyms, the component -kari... literally means “the door of this surname.” In the Ossetian and
Russian languages, the element -kari fell out: Osset.. /Jearuanm, Muoeranum, Ilasnuanm; RUSS.
JMeanuanm, Muoenanm, Ilasaiuanm. An interesting example concerns the name of the old
village — Cghvicmar x3yy — literally “a burnt village”, which on the map and in old documents was
indicated as “burnt” (top.). In the Ksani Valley, according to the surname — IJzoiima + kvay
"village" — it was called Chigoyan (top.); deaf affricate 11 > 4.

Given the above the study presents a list of productive models of the toponym production
(B > ay, ya; r > xk; K > Xx; root + suffix, root + root; Change, Calque, Diaeresis...), as well as a
model of translationing two-component sacral ecclesionyms which contain the -yuar component
- Osset. zuar < Georg. jvar-i “cross.” The change of onomastics is associated with pragmatic
aspects of communication, realized through common bilingualism. Linguists are already working
on the effective methods for translating “Ossetian” onomastics (whose Georgian origin is beyond
doubt), in particular, on how to translate these terms into Russian and English, searching for
compensatory and explanatory techniques for translating toponyms and ethnospecific Ossetian
onomastics into Russian.

The paper analyzes existing political resolutions and the law on the “reformation” of
onomastics of the Georgian origin into Ossetian (2011 as well as linguistic methods and ways of
translating Georgian onomastics into Ossetian (direct translation, addition, compensation, etc.).
When changing Georgian onomastics to Ossetian, phonetic imitation is often used, thus creating a
"new" onomatopoeia which phonetically imitates, resembles or suggests the original Georgian
vocabulary, the sounds that make up the word, but gives it an "Ossetian™ shade. More than 200 of

such toponyms have already been confirmed (Georg. kardoxi (top.), Osset. Kapuyx, Russian.

Kapuyx) in the course of semantic-etymological, structural and functional analyses of "Ossetian™
onomastics of the Georgian origin.
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“DO NOT ROUSE OR AWAKEN LOVE UNTIL IT SO DESIRES”: THE VERBAL AND
TRANSMEDIAL PHILOSOPHY OF LOVE IN SONG OF SONGS

The Song of Songs (also known as Song of Solomon) is renowned for its exquisite poetry
and passionate celebration of love (Clarke, 2017). Amid sensual imagery and romantic dialogues,
a recurring refrain stands out for its wise admonition: “Do not rouse or awaken love until it so
desires. ”(Tanner, 1997; Kleine, 2024) This line appears in the poem thrice (Song 2:7, 3:5, 8:4),
cautioning the “daughters of Jerusalem” about the timing of love, thus shaping a certain love
philosophy. In modern English translations, the phrase is rendered with subtle differences that can
influence its interpretation and exemplify various intermedial dimensions of love (Song 2:6-8;
Tanner, 1997). This research explores how differenct translations interpret the phrase, focusing on
literary and poetic nuances rather than theological doctrine, as well as specifying the intermediality
of love’s perception. Comparing translations and interpretations will explain how variations like
“until it so desires,” “until it pleases,” or “until it is ready” impact our understanding of love. The
aim is to appreciate the refrain’s meaning as poetic — a wise counsel about love’s timing — and
conclude how translation choices either preserve or alter love’s delicate intermedial nature by
constructing transmedial imagery in the recipient’s mind.

The Hebrew phrase is an adjuration (a solemn charge): “I adjure you, O daughters of
Jerusalem... not to awaken love until it desires,” where a poetic image of love is personified as
sleeping not to be awakened prematurely. The mention of “gazelles and does of the field” (in 2:7
and 3:5) is part of the oath formula — the woman swears by these graceful creatures, associated
with love and fertility in ancient poetry, to underscore the seriousness of the vow (Song 1:9-2:7).
The key part of the refrain, however, portrays love as having its own will. From a poetic standpoint,
the language of the verse is beautifully ambiguous and metaphorical. The Hebrew word for “love”
(ahavah) refers to romantic or sexual love (Song 2:6-8). It is depicted as something that can be
“aroused” or “awakened,” implying that love can lie dormant like a sleeping creature until proper
time. Such personification gives the concept an almost independent agency — love will “wake up”
when it so desires, and not before. Translating such a phrase into modern English while preserving
its poetic flavor and meaning is a challenge, and different Bible versions have taken different
approaches, as we will see.

The research demonstrates that modern translations converge on the core meaning but
differ in tone and focus. The recipients can re-create transmedial models of love that have been
widely advertised in pop culture and exploited by transgender communitites. Most agree that the
phrase is about love itself (not “my lover”). The pronoun issue has been settled in favor of “it” (for
love) or understood as neutral, whereas older versions that used he/she for “love” are seen as
misleading (How to translate). As this refrain hinges on the concept of “love” and its timing, the
way it is translated can subtly shape how “love” is conceptualized in the Song of Songs.
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THE UKRAINIAN WAR MEME: DEFYING THE RULES
levgeniia V. Bondarenko

War in Ukraine has led to an unprecedented proliferation of internet memes. Such memes
tend to assume the role of social regulators, acting as tools for addressing collective trauma within
the Ukrainian society. It is now difficult to imagine any significant event in this country that has
not been represented memetically.

Ukraine’s meme production rate is widely acknowledged to have reached record-breaking
levels on a global scale. While the sociological implications of this phenomenon warrant separate
investigation, this study focuses upon cognitive and semiotic dimensions of Ukrainian war memes.
Such emphasis is expected to provide insight into two key research questions: (1) why and how
have memes achieved a dominant role within the Ukrainian informational landscape? and (2) in
what ways do they function as a potent instrument of Ukrainian counter-propaganda?

Utilizing a dataset of 1, 000 Ukrainian war memes collected via the Al application VGG
(VIA) for visual analysis, this study argues that the answers to the above research questions lie in
the cognitive and semiotic structures of memes, which frequently diverge from conventional
memetic principles. The proposed research hypothesis suggests that Ukrainian war memes often
break the traditional rules of memetics, thereby attaining their unique cultural and informational
significance.

The first principle of memetics is rooted in the meme’s dual structure: it consists of a
partially appropriated element (e.g., a widely available template from meme generators like
Canva) and a novel contribution (Nissenbaum & Shiffman, 2018; Wiggins, 2019). However, in
case of Ukrainian war memes, only approximately one-third of the dataset adheres to this pattern.
Ukrainian meme creators have rapidly exhausted available templates, frequently opting to design
memes entirely from scratch.

This deviation underscores another significant departure from conventional memetic
principles: the requirement of global readability through the use of familiar plots and personalities.
Ukrainian war memes are characterized by a strong reliance on cultural stereotypes, making them
largely inaccessible to cultural outsiders. Such memes often reflect what has been termed
“specifically national concepts” (Baurecht, 2020, p. 136-137).

The third notable divergence from traditional memetics lies in the non-humorous nature of
many Ukrainian war memes. Their subjects often include war atrocities, civilian casualties, and
themes related to Ukrainian cultural sovereignty and international political status, which are not
intended to evoke amusement.

These three factors collectively play a crucial role in securing Ukrainian memes’ prominent
position within the informational domain and their efficacy in supporting Ukraine’s successful
informational warfare against the aggressor state.
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FROM BATTLEFIELD TO PAGE: WAR TRAUMA IN TRENCH POETRY

Trauma, in its many forms, is deeply rooted in human history and experience. It breaks up a
person’s sense of self, changing memory, perception, and emotional responses. War, violence, loss,
and personal suffering can fracture identity, making it difficult for survivors to articulate their pain.
One of the mediums for exploring trauma is poetry. Unlike prose, poetry’s fragmented, rhythmic, and
symbolic nature mirrors traumatic memories—disjointed, emotionally charged, and resistant to linear
narration. Whether through war poetry, autobiographical verse, or symbolic imagery, poets find a way
to capture the unspeakable, shaping personal anguish into a shared experience.

The role of memory in shaping traumatic experiences is crucial. War often leaves
unerasable marks on the psyche, resulting in emotions such as grief, anxiety, and guilt (LaMorie,
2011; Neria & Litz, 2004). Poets of the Great War articulated these emotions through vivid
recollections of battle and loss, creating poetry that serves as both personal testimony and historical
record. Wilfred Owen’s Dulce et Decorum Est depicts the horrors of gas warfare with haunting
imagery: “Bent double, like old beggars under sacks.” Such descriptions force readers to confront
the brutal realities of trench life, removing romanticised notions of war.

Metaphors play a vital role in shaping how individuals conceptualise their trauma. Flusberg et
al. (2018) argue that war metaphors function as cognitive tools, allowing people to express complex
emotions and experiences more perceptibly. In Siegfried Sassoon’s Counter-Attack, the chaotic
outcome of the battle is described with stark and violent imagery, forcing readers to feel the realities
of war. Isaac Rosenberg’s Break of Day in the Trenches uses metaphor to highlight the absurdity of
war, as a rat moving between enemy lines symbolises the futility of human conflict.

Beyond serving as historical testimony, poetry also serves as a tool for psychological
recovery. Writing allows individuals to externalise their pain, providing a structured way to
process emotions (Bracegirdle, 2011). This aligns with the therapeutic function of war poetry.
Autobiographical poetry is particularly significant in this context, providing a way to separate the
authors’ emotional pain from their physical selves. Vera Brittain’s Testament of Youth illustrate
how personal narratives serve as tools for articulating trauma as evoking change and bringing
visibility to private experiences.

The fragmentary nature of traumatic memories further shapes how war experiences are
conceptualised. Kolk and Fisler (1995) discuss how trauma can overwhelm cognitive mechanisms,
leading to dissociation and fragmented recollections. Poetry, with its non-linear structure, often
mirrors this fragmentation, reflecting the chaotic and disorienting nature of traumatic experiences.

Although trauma leaves deep psychological wounds, trench poetry provides a means of
preserving memory and making sense of past suffering. By shaping personal suffering into verse,
poets ensure that individual and collective experiences of war are not lost to time. Thus, while
John McCrae’s In Flanders Fields ” as a poem of remembrance grieves the colossal loss of war, it
also urges future generations to keep the memory of the fallen alive, demonstrating how poetry
can bridge the gap between personal grief and historical continuit.
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LANGUAGE OF RESENTMENT IN ALICIA APPLEMAN-JURMAN’S HOLOCAUST
MEMOIR

This paper explores recent representations of the Holocaust from the perspective of its “first
generation” survivors, who were directly affected by the Holocaust and their own traumatic past.
The principal dilemma the Holocaust survivors have faced is how to voice the traumatic experience
that haunts them, and the way trauma as the experience of war and remembrance can (or cannot)
be articulated. Alicia Appleman-Jurman, the sole survivor in her family from Buchach (then a
southeastern part of Poland, now Ternopil region of Ukraine), voiced her trauma by analysing
what had happened to her family during World War II. In her memoir “Alicia: My Story” she
recounts her experience of survival, her family’s struggles, and her efforts to resist the Nazi
persecution. It was written in the late 1980s, when memorial literature bore witness to “the
convergence and partial overlapping of the story-telling frameworks of memory, the family, and
biography” (Mesnard, 2012, p. 80). Her life story is that of collective resistance, of those survivors
who did not avoid speaking directly about pain and violence during the war, being concerned over
the fate of Jews. It took her many years to dare speak and write about her memories: “I realized
that my family will always continue to live inside me and through me, and that I will always be
part of the six million Jewish people who were so cruelly murdered by the Germans and their
collaborators” (Appleman-Jurman, 1988, p. 433).

The writer’s memoir concerns the years when half a million Ukrainian Jews fell victim to
the Holocaust and the post-Holocaust period in the aftermath of the catastrophe when resentment
had “the potential to transform the value of the present and the possibilities of the future”
(Alphandary, 2024, p. 3). In her personal pain and moral disappointment, Alicia does not leave
room for the hope that future will bring recognition of the crime and collaboration between the victim
and the offender. On the contrary, a resentful victim openly communicates with the offenders and
perpetrators exposing her traumatic suffering and attaching moral responsibility to them: “Damned
Nazis, | thought to myself. 7°ll show you. I won 't die. You will not be able to kill me. I will live to see
you pay for your crimes and to have your name erased from this world” (ibid., p. 93). Moreover, the
writer expresses resentment through hatred and curses for the murderers using modal verbs,
repetitions, hyperbole, ascending gradation, and exclamations to show the growing emotional
tension, cf.: “I don’t know how long I will live, but I will try to live long enough to see the Germans
rot in hell. I will see them defeated, you’ll see!” (ibid., p. 109). “There will come a time when you
will know my curse. | swear in the name of my God and yours, | will haunt you from my grave. You
won’t know a day’s happiness, any of you!” (ibid., p. 196). Sometimes resentment and forgiveness
may intertwine and merge as in the episode: “Then let the murderers answer the God in some future
existence. Perhaps He would forgive them. I couldn’t speak for anyone but myself, and I could never
forgive” (ibid., p. 272). Only at the end of the book, while reframing the past and shaping the future,
I. Appleman-Jurman finally gives hope for reconciliation: “Through the story of “Alicia” I wish to
reach out, not only to survivors like myself, but to all people. I pray that all its readers, Jew and non-
Jew alike, may unite in the resolve that evil forces will never again be permitted to set one people
against another” (ibid., p. 433).
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LINGUISTIC AND EXTRALINGUISTIC COMPONENTS OF NATIONAL IDENTITY
Oleksandr 1. Cherednychenko

The concept of identity is one of the most controversial in modern science. It does not have
a single definition, being the subject to different interpretations. Some believe that identity is
determined by one's mother tongue but most see it as a result of self-awareness. Common language
does not always mean common identity. Obviously, identity is a complex phenomenon which has
several components. The language component is important for shaping identity but it is not the
only one. There are also ethnic, psychological, cultural, religious, social, political and economic
factors that may predetermine one's identity. One of the meaning of the term Identity is personality.
This gives rise to speculations that identity can only be individual. In fact, it can also be collective,
appling both to a certain ethnic or social group, as wellas to the national community or nation as a
whole.

Ethnolinguistic consciousness is basic in the process of forming human identity, but it may
be influenced by self-identification with another community where one's own ethnicity and
language are not dominant. An example here can be the situation with ethnic groups (minorities)
living inside an independent national state and, as a rule, being bilingual (ethnic language +
official / state language). Bilinguals are for the most part bicultural, which means the co-existence
of two languages and two cultures in their minds. In case of horizontal
bilingualism / biculturalisdm, both linguistic cultures are valued equally. Vertical
bilingualism /biculturalism gives preference to one of the linguistic cultures, placing it higher on
the scale of values. Changing the primary language and abandoning the primary culture actually
leads to a change in identity. Under current conditions, this happens at the level of individuals and
practically does not happen at the level of ethnic communities. Ethnic consciousness remains
stable even in case of language change.

The religious component expands the concept of identity, since most religions are not
limited by the borders of specific countries. That is why believers feel their belonging to
supranational religious communities along with their national belonging. State policy in
democratic countries ensures freedom of religion. However, it always prevents anti-human and
anti-state manifestations in this area. The policy of national memory is designed to preserve
common historical and cultural heritage in order to unite different identities within a political
nation. Economically strong, wealthy nations have far fewer identity problems than weak ones.
Therefore, the economic aspect of establishing national identity should not be ignored, because it
creates the basis for the development of a common cultural tradition and the spread of a common
language. The unifying function of language is realized when its national standard is actualised. A
comprehensive analysis of the concept of national identity leads to the conclusion that it is a
multiple phenomenon. It represents a sum of individual and collective identities that incorporate
linguistic and extralinguistic components.
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TECHNOHUMANISTIC ASPECTS OF ONLINE TRANSLATOR AND INTERPRETER
TRAINING AND TEACHING
Leonid M. Chernovaty

This study addresses the issue of machine-student interaction in online translator and
interpreter training and teaching, being analysed in the framework of various human-technology
interaction theories, such as posthumanism, transhumanism, and technohumanism. Posthumanism
combines new technologies with transcending human limits, challenging traditional ideas
(Andersson, 2022). Posthumanism is a new form of humanity where the boundaries between
humans, nature and machines blur and a posthuman subject illustrates the expansion of cognitive
systems, both human and non-human. Transhumanists believe that humans and technology will
converge, with an emphasis upon the connection between humans, technology and positive
experiences, as well as recognition of the limits of the human mind (Evans, 2011). Transhumanism
is the merging of the individual and the machine, seen as a process that facilitates human
enhancement. It promotes the use of science and technology to modify and augment human
cognition and bodily functions, thereby enabling human beings to transcend the current biological
limits of humanity and become transhuman.

Technohumanism, or Digital Humanism (Prem, 2024) is a mutual and balanced
development of man and technology along the lines of the humanistic meaning of techno-
evolution. It is primarily concerned with human-technology and human-human interactions.
Technohumanism has several dimensions: technical (the design of digital technologies and their
use for digital innovation), political (the regulation of power shifts in digital technology), and
philosophical (the outlining of its scope and the drawing of boundaries for the digital) (ibid.). To
be effective, digital humanism needs to consider specific people and specific technologies as they
are intertwined, such as student translators and MT (machine translation) programmes.

However appealing technohumanism may seem, it also raises a number of questions. What
will happen to human beings if their mental and psycho-cognitive capacities become more and
more technical (cybernetic organisms)? What happens to technology when it becomes more human
(intellectually enhanced machines)? Finally, what will be left of human beings after the transfer of
their mental functions to technology? (Pym, 2013). This is where translation comes in. What is
left of students' ability to translate after they have transferred it to technology in online courses?
The analysis of the learning patterns of Ukrainian translation students, who have been forced by the
war to study online for four years, showed that many of them, systematically use MT in independent
and control work where such use is not allowed. This overuse hampers the development of the
students’ human translation competence and increases their dependence on technology. Actually, such
students are unable to fully perform the translation function without a machine.

This presentation explores possible approaches to the issue, the aim of which is not to
eliminate MT (or any other ICT tools) from the learning process, but to achieve a balanced mutual
development of students and technologies.
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THE CONCEPTUAL METAPHOR OF WAR IN THE SPEECHES OF DONALD
TRUMP AND VOLODYMYR ZELENSKY

Metaphors play a crucial role in political rhetoric, shaping public perception and
influencing emotional responses (Charteris-Black, 2011; Musolff, 2016). Among the most
powerful and persistent ones is the conceptual metaphor of WAR (Lakoff & Johnson, 1980), which
frames various aspects of political discourse in terms of conflict, strategy, and victory. This
abstract examines how the WAR metaphor manifests itself in the speeches of the U.S. President
Donald Trump and Ukrainian President VVolodymyr Zelensky through their rhetorical strategies
and the broader implications of linguistic choices.

Donald Trump frequently employs WAR metaphors in his speeches to characterize political
struggles, economic policies, and media relations. His rhetoric often depicts politics as a battlefield
where opponents are enemies, elections are decisive battles, and winning is paramount. For
instance, POLITICAL CAMPAIGN IS WAR: “we re fighting for the soul of our nation”; “we will
win this war against the radical left.” By casting political opponents as adversaries in a life-or-
death struggle, he mobilizes his base with a sense of urgency and personal investment. Trump
regularly refers to media as the “enemy of the people” and described their coverage as “an all-out
attack” or “vicious attacks” against him and his administration, making MEDIA an ENEMY and
journalists the combatants in an ongoing war. His phrases such as “the corrupt media machine”
and “we are under siege by the mainstream media” further solidify the notion of journalism as a
hostile entity.

In discussing trade and economic relations, Trump uses combative language such as “we
are in a trade war”, “we will defeat unfair trade practices”, “we must fight back against economic
aggression”, “our bullets in this fight for fair trade”, etc. This reinforces a view of global
economics, where one nation’s success is another’s loss and positions ECONOMY and TRADE
POLICY as a BATTLEFIELD.

Unlike Trump, whose war rhetoric is largely figurative, Volodymyr Zelensky’s use of
WAR metaphors is painfully literal after russia’s full-scale invasion of Ukraine in 2022. His
speeches have combined literal descriptions of war with metaphorical extensions to mobilize
international support and boost national morale. Defending the sovereignty of Ukraine, Zelensky
consistently frames its struggle as a broader fight for democracy, stating that DEMOCRACY IS
A BATTLE, e.g., “we are on the front lines of the war for freedom. Moreover, Zelensky often
describes diplomatic negotiations and economic sanctions as another front in the battle against
russia: “we must strike with sanctions as powerfully as with weapons”, highlighting the strategic
and combative nature of international policy.

To unify Ukrainians, Zelensky often employs language that equates all citizens with
soldiers, thereby reinforcing the well-known conceptual metaphor NATION IS A PERSON
(Lakoff & Johnson, 1980): “every Ukrainian is a warrior in this fight for survival”. This fosters
national solidarity by extending the battlefield beyond the front lines to every citizen’s daily
struggles.
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THE WAR LANGUAGE: POLITICAL, SOCIAL, AND MEDIA DIMENSIONS OF
WARTIME COMMUNICATION
Yuliya I. Demyanchuk

Political and social processes always affect society, and the most vivid indicator of changes
In its various spheres is language. Language transformations during the wartime are manifested
primarily through the entry into its lexical system of a significant array of linguistic means which
establish a favourable background for the further paradigmatic evolution of language as a whole.
Moreover, such changes also concern language functioning in wartime communication, which was
proved by the First and Second World Wars as well as the current Russian-Ukrainian war, thus
creating the basis for a comprehensive study of war language in interaction with historical,
military, political, and social developments.

However, the evolutionary linguistic changes not infrequently come into clash with
political crises. Thus, the annexation of Crimea and the events of 2013-2014 in Ukraine provoked
global negative consequences for both this country and Europe, as the fundamental principles of
the post-war world order regarding state borders were violated. As a result, the destructive socio-
political phenomena, such as information war, along with Russia’s toxic propaganda strategies,
contributed to the spread of militarized rhetoric which intensified linguopolitical tensions.

One of evident markers of such tensions concern the spread of neologisms, e.g.,
annexation, blockade of the Ukrainian fleet, automaidan, Putin, hands off Ukraine, Maidan,
Euromaidan, Black Sea Shield, East and West together, Putin gone, Putin is Hitler, Putin’s kaput,
Ukraine is not Russia, Right Sector, separ, cyborgs, atoshniks, resettlement, green men, and others,
which mirror both significant socio-political events and public reaction towards them (Ctumos,
2019).

With Russia’s full-fledged aggression against Ukraine, the intensity of war language
reached its peak in both Abglophone and Ukrainian mass media, where such set phrases as war of
drones, wave of cyber attacks (The Guardian), ears of Russian peace, lasting peace (The
Washington Post), traces of Russian war crimes, political chaos, wave of instability, buffer zone,
genius negotiator (The New York Times) have become an integral part of media discourse (Rubio,
2022).

Increased interest to war-related collocations, e.q., illegal war, grave violations, war
crimes, humanitarian emergency, humanitarian consequences, peace in Ukraine, territorial
integrity, armed conflict, prisoners of war, actively used by high-ranking officials, politicians, and
journalists in official statements, resolutions, peace treaties, journalistic articles, and war prose, if
another proof of the interface of political, social, and media dimensions in wartime
communication.
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CHARACTERISATION VARIATION IN THE TRANSLATIONS
Maria Fanlo-Piniés
Universidad de Zaragoza, Spain

This talk offers a comparative study, from a cognitive stylistic perspective, of the children’s
picturebook Where the Wild Things Are (1963) by Maurice Sendak, as well as its translations into
Spanish, Donde Viven los Monstruos, and French, Max et les Maximostres. The paper assumes
that such stylistic approach to children’s literature will offer new insights as for comparison of the
source text and its translations in terms of various stylistic and aesthetic effects. The study will
hypothesise how readers might construct different mental representations of the characters and of
some aspects of the storyworld, beginning with the differences in the book titles, and proceeding
with the schematic implications of the terms “wild things,” “monstruos” [monsters], and
“Maximonstres” [Maximonsters]. More particularly, the paper will explore variations in the use
of the foregrounding techniques of parallelism and deviation, and of linguistic features such as
grammatical structures and lexis choice. The research aims to demonstrate how, while the Spanish
text conveys stylistic effects similar to the source text, the freer French translation projects Max
and his mother as less intense and powerful characters, which leads to less surprise and interest on
the part of the reader. Given that we deal with a picturebook, aspects such as multimodality and
orality will also be considered (cf. Burke, 2022).

Building on the premise that translators should be aware of the author’s style while
reconstructing it through their own stylistic choices (Boase-Beier, 2006), this study will examine
how effectively the two translations achieve this aim. Additionally, the analysis of the three texts
will shed light on how the stylistic choices of both the author and the translators reveal their
attitudes and opinions, particularly regarding the child character of the book.
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RHETORIC OF POWER: LINGUISTIC STRATEGIES IN POLITICAL DISCOURSE
ON GLOBAL HUMANITARIAN CRISES
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Public perception and policy responses to humanitarian crises are largely shaped by
public discourse. The rhetorical strategies employed by contemporary public figures do not only
reflect national identity but also reveal underlying power dynamics in global governance and
influence international relations. This proposal examines key linguistic features of political
discourse in response to current humanitarian challenges, focusing on the persuasive, ideological,
and performative aspects of public speeches delivered at high-profile international and national
events. Using linguistic analysis, this study will explore how political leaders frame issues
such as war, forced migration, and human rights violations through language. Attention will be
given to lexical choices, metaphorical frameworks, syntactic structures, and prosodic features
that reinforce authority, solidarity, or division. The recent removal of terms such as "diversity"
and "inclusion" from the public discourse of major U.S. corporations and educational
institutions (as reported by Reuters, February 22, 2025) illustrates a shift in linguistic strategies
within institutional rhetoric, potentially signalling deeper socio-political transformations. At the
2025 Munich Security Conference, Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelenskyy emphasized the
security challenge as both a moral duty and a strategic necessity (Zelenskyy, 2025), while U.S.
Vice President J. D. Vance employed rhetoric that highlighted ideological rifts between
American and European approaches to governance (Vance, 2025). British actress Tilda Swinton’s
acceptance speech at Berlinale (Swinton, 2025), condemning “mass-scale dehumanization” by
world powers, exemplifies how cultural figures use performative discourse to challenge dominant
political narratives. From a similar standpoint, Senator Bernie Sanders has condemned Donald
Trump’s alignment with Vladimir Putin, warning that Trump’s rhetoric undermines democracy,
distorts facts about the Ukraine war, and signals a dangerous shift toward authoritarianism
(Sanders, 2025). By examining these and other cases, this proposal aims to explore the
narratives of power, identity, and responsibility in contemporary political rhetoric. The study will
contribute to a broader understanding of the linguistic mechanisms that shape public discourse,
influence policy decisions, and define collective responsibility.
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SOCIOCOGNITIVE PERSPECTIVE ON SPEECH EFFECTS:
PRESIDENT ZELENSKYY’S 2022 ADDRESS TO THE POLISH PARLIAMENT

This presentation explores the effects produced on the audience by the March 11, 2022
speech from President Zelenskyy to the Polish Parliament (President Zelenskyy, 2022). The effects
are sought in Polish politicians’ Twitter impressions and comments produced by journalists. The
study singles out two main means of rendering effects produced by the address: extralinguistic and
linguistic, the latter falling into intertextual and evaluative.

The intertextual means of rendering the addressees’ impressions are denoted by the
metaphoric phrases taken directly from the speech. First, it is the expression polskich braci i sidstr
(“Polish brothers and sisters”), repeated thrice throughout the speech and evoking the family
metaphor. Second, it is the expression sojusz wyphywajqcy z naszych serc — “an alliance of hearts”
(in the tweet by Wojciech Satuga) referring to unity through the bodily metaphor. The third is the
temperature metaphor expressed by the statement te stosunki miedzy narodami polskim i
ukrainskim nie byly takie cieple, byly momenty chlodu — “the Polish-Ukrainian relations were
not always warm, there were moments of cold” (Andrzej Rafat Potocki). Being followed by the
utterance stalismy sie bratnimi narodami (“we have become brotherly nations”), the temperature
metaphor transforms into the brotherly trope reflecting closer relations.

The evaluative linguistic means giving an overall assessment of the speech are suggested
by the receiver and their origins are to be found in the conceptual systems whose basis is
represented by image schemas (Evans, Green 2011, p. 180). The evaluative means capturing the
moving atmosphere of the gathering can be related to the COMPULSION image schema
representing the experience of being moved by external forces, e.g., poruszajgce stowa prezydenta
Zelenskiego —“moving words” (Wojciech Satuga) / Poruszajqce wystgpienie prezydenta
Ukrainy — “a moving address” (Tomasz Siemoniak).

The impressions related to history are both made up by a journalist, e.g. czu¢ bylo, ze
Jestesmy uczestnikami historycznych wydarzen — “it could be felt we’re part of historic events”
(Krzysztof Bosak), and borrowed from Zelenskyy’s address, e.g., Jest to wspolna historia wielkich
narodow — “common history of great nations” (ibid). The comparison of the history utterances
suggests that the PATH schema representing the historic flow combines with the VERTICALITY
gestalt underscoring the importance of the events perceived in terms of elevation.

The extralinguistic evaluative means rendered by the phrase Owacja na stojgco dla
prezydenta Ukrainy — “Standing ovation for the President of Ukraine” (Michal Dworczyk) can
be related to the VERTICALITY schema with an upward motion signalling a positive attitude.

To conclude, reconstructed on the basis of conceptual metaphors and image schemas, the
audience’s extralinguistic, intertextual, and evaluative effects of the speech mark its most
impressive passages.
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DEFYING AGE STEREOTYPES: THE DISCOURSE OF AGING AND IDENTITY IN
CONTEMPORARY FICTION

Population aging is a global challenge that requires diverse scholarly investigations to fully
understand its complexities and refine existing theoretical frameworks. While aging is often
perceived as a natural process, its construction at the intersection of medicine, biology, sociology,
and culture remains a topic of debate. It is understood either as an ongoing process of biological
and personal transformation or, with biomedical advancements, as an extended period of
longevity. The boundaries of old age are becoming increasingly fluid; while chronological age
remains a significant factor in shaping behavioral patterns and determining eligibility for
employment, healthcare, and social benefits, the perception of being “old” is now shaped more by
financial stability, cultural background, psychological well-being, and level of activity than by the
number of years lived.

This study examines the literary construction of aging identity through discourse analysis,
focusing on The Little Old Lady Who Broke All the Rules by Catharina Ingelman-Sundberg (in
Rod Bradbury’s translation). By analyzing the experiences of the 79-year-old protagonist, Martha
Andersson, this research explores how aging is framed in contemporary fiction and how such
representations challenge traditional narratives of old age. Drawing on interdisciplinary
perspectives from anthropology, linguistics, sociology, gerontology, history, and psychology, this
study applies discourse analysis to examine how linguistic and narrative strategies shape the
negotiation of aging identity. By investigating how Martha resists age-related stereotypes and
redefines autonomy in later life, this research offers insights into the cultural and symbolic
dimensions of aging.

Furthermore, the study considers aging selfhood as a complex construct, shaped by
physiological, psychological, legal, and social factors. Personhood in aging extends beyond
biological and legal definitions, encompassing an individual’s sense of identity, agency, and social
belonging. This comprehensive approach allows for a more nuanced understanding of the internal
experience of aging and how it intersects with societal classifications. Finally, this research
highlights the role of literary discourse in reshaping paradigms of aging, demonstrating how fiction
can subvert conventional expectations and offer alternative narratives of later life.
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MULTIMODAL APPROACH TO DEVELOPING WRITING SKILLS
Olga V. Ishchenko
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Students in a contemporary world of learning often get distracted with gargets coming to

their rescue at any time. Teachers lose the chance to assess their students’ progress fairly since the
old-fashioned systems of assessment fail to work when Al-dominated technologies can do any task
for learners. The result is obvious: the learners tend to save their time and let technologies do their
writing homework for them. They are losing enthusiasm in learning, yielding to temptation to place
all the responsibility on ChatGPT, forfeiting the ability to independently build argumentation.
The new captivating modes of teaching, where students’ minds would be systematically engaged
in learning procedures, have evolved as an indispensable part of enthusiastic teachers’ practices.
Within this context the research aims to show how incorporating multimodal strategies in ESL
instruction would affect students’ writing proficiency, their engagement, and language acquisition
as well as to identify effective practices for integrating the multimodal approach into ESL
classrooms. In other words, to work out the ways of using multiple modes of communication —
visuals and texts, audio resources and digital tools — to keep the students engaged and enhance
their language learning outcomes.

To study the possibilities of applying the multimodal approach in educational activities, we
have chosen classes of English as a philological discipline. We used a mixed research design based
on quantitative (a pedagogical experiment along with tests to compare academic achievements)
and qualitative (observation of participants in the learning process, informal interviews, analysis
of the data collected via experimental testing) methodology. To go deeper into the Multimodal
Approach functional, its key elements were singled out: (1) audio resources for various listening
activities — voice recordings or podcasts, which inspires analytical or reflective writing; (2) texts
and visuals that integrate videos, charts, images, infographics to prompt writing topics and support
narrative or descriptive writing; (3) digital tools involving multimedia software to edit or draft
texts, blogs or collaborative tools, e.g., Google Docs; (4) kinesthetic activities that engage
linguistic components, e.g., creating posters, comic strips or storyboards; (5) peer collaboration on
multimedia projects, e.g., presentations or video strips.

Many scholars emphasize the importance of multimodal activities in improving students’
writing skills. Donaghy, Karastathi and Peachey (2023) state that “multimodality is gaining ground
as a focus in language education because contemporary communication is increasingly multimodal
in nature.” Lim and Polio (2020) have considered three themes that feature multimodal writing
tasks in academic contexts: goals and instruction of multimodal writing: “disciplinary versus
creative expressions”; linguistic mode in multimodal texts: “written and spoken words”; and tasks
of multimodal writing: “individual versus collaborative work.” Kalynovska and Koliada (2024)
researched the effect of multimodal presentations on the perception and assimilation of
information in ESL Academic Writing and Rhetoric Course. The results showed improvement in
students’ rhetorical skills and visual literacy. The study presumed that students will enhance their
writing competence provided the following is taken into account: 1) regular stimulation of their
independent work; 2) using various multiple modes of communication in teaching writing; 3)
encouraging collaboration in multimedia projects.
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THE TEXT AS LIBRARY: AN INTERDISCURSIVE PERSPECTIVE

‘Between life and death there is a library, ’ she said. ‘And within that
library, the shelves go on for ever. Every book provides a chance to
try another life you could have lived. To see how things would be if

you had made other choices ...
From The Midnight Library by Matt Haig

Exploring narrative texts, researchers employ various metaphorical models that highlight
key aspects of literary creativity, including the author’s experimental approach and stylistic
individuality, while emphasizing the reader’s role in literary communication. The metaphor of
TEXT AS WORLD (Ryan, 2015), e.g., illustrates the mechanisms of the reader’s immersion in a
literary work, where the text functions as a window into reality. The TEXTAS A GAME metaphor
(Barthes, 1986; Izotova, 2022) underscores the active co-creativity and cooperation between the
text and its reader, where the latter decodes the information, actively generating new meanings
(Eco, 1986). Viewing the textas a machinic assemblage (Deleuze & Guattari, 987) reveals its
artifact-like nature, structural multiplicity, as well as openness to transformation and interaction
with other texts. The metaphor of labyrinth brings out the complexity of text, showing it not just
as a sequence of logical and semantic elements, but as a space where meanings can shift and
transform depending on the reader’s engagement. This study introduces the metaphor of library
for analyzing the text from an interdiscursive perspective, illustrating a complex process of
interaction between different styles, genres, and discourses within a single semiotic space. The
metaphor of library synthesizes key aspects of the above metaphors, combining the idea of text
as a multidimensional space (TEXT AS WORLD), a dynamic interaction (TEXT AS A GAME), an
artifact (TEXT AS A MACHINIC ASSEMBLAGE), and the multiplicity of interpretations (TEXT
AS A LABYRINTH). In terms of library, text is regarded as a structured repository of knowledge,
where meaning emerges not from a uniform reality, but from the interaction of different “books”
(or discourses) within the library. Just as a library houses a variety of perspectives, voices, and
genres, atext is a collection of discourses and their potential interpretations. From this perspective,
the reader is seen as actively interacting with the text, not merely as a passive recipient but as
a participant construing knowledge. Just as a librarian navigates, organizes, and interprets the vast
collection of texts, the reader selects, compares, and synthesizes various interdiscursive
fragments. The readers’ interpretation is influenced by their previous knowledge, cultural
background, and the experience they bring into the text, making their reading unique and
personal. The novel The Pole by J. M. Coetzee (2023) is a powerful example of
interdiscursivity, as it integrates musical, poetic, philosophical, epistolary, and other discourse
types, each with its own degree of artistic adaptation. The genre, stylistic, and narrative
heterogeneity transforms the literary text into a vast library-like space, where complex structural
and semantic games unfold.
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INTERMEDIAL TRANSFORMATION OF MYTHS’ ETHICAL IDEAS
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A myth being one of the central phenomena in the history of culture and the most ancient
way of conceptualising the surrounding reality as well as the essence of a human being, is
traditionally viewed as a primordial source of spiritual culture, manifested throughout time in
religion, literature, music, dance, theatre, art, etc. As it has been shown earlier (Kalyta &
Taranenko, 2013) the genesis and transformation of myths took place at two spontaneously
interacting levels, namely, at the level of the global supra-cultural sphere of the pre-written
actualisation of their ethical-didactic ideas by the interpreters, and at the level of the sphere of
mental transformation of their ideas and means organising these ideas into other forms and genres
of art. This complex system of the myth’s ethical ideas genesis, formed by the two subsystems, or
spheres, evolves in the literary environment and art in different territories or countries,
accumulating socio-ethnic specificity of thinking typical of each specific period of history, into a
universal human culture. It should also be noted that transformations of ideas, motifs and means
organising the myth structure could occur, mainly, within a certain territorial ethnic mentality,
while the transfer of these ideas into the literary sphere and other genres of art acquired a universal
feature over some lapse of time.

The myth of the Pleiades, rooted in Greek mythology (Roman & Roman, 2010, p. 415), can
serve as an example of its ethical ideas’ transformation into a variety of literary and artistic works
across cultures and centuries. The myth’s original story line portrays seven sisters, the daughters of
Atlas and Pleione, who were pursued by Orion and transformed into stars by Zeus as a way of
escaping Orion. The myth’s ethical idea conveys the Pleiades’ unity and sisterhood intertwined with
their tragedies, beauty, and celestial mysteries. These are reflected in some notable examples of literary
works featuring the Pleiades: starting from Homer’s Odyssey and Hesiod’s Works and Days, later
reflected in the poetry by Edgar Allan Poe, Alfred Lord Tennyson and Emily Dickinson who employed
allusions to the Pleiades, metaphorically representing fleeting beauty, loss, vastness and wonders of
the universe. At present the myth’s ideas can be traced in some novels, like Terry Pratchett’s The Light
Fantastic, where the author interweaves the celestial myth with his humour and wit.

The ethical idea of the Pleiades’ elusive charm was also transferred into art, first depicting
graceful figures as the celebration of connection to gods in ancient Greek pottery, and later by such
prominent artists as Elihu VVedder, Frederic Leighton, William-Adolphe Bouguereau, to name but
a few, who in their own styles explored and interpreted the myth’s ideas. Interconnection of myth
and music is yet another proof of the myth’s intermedial transformation capacity. The ethical ideas
of the Pleiades myth are transformed into a number of musical pieces, mainly into lannis Xenakis’s
and Detlev Glanert’s musical portrayals of the distinctive features of the Pleiades sisters’
characters, thus evoking in the listeners a range of emotions and feelings.

A comprehensive analysis of the intermedial transformation of myth’s ethical ideas based
on their logical retrospective study can be viewed as a methodological tool allowing us to consider
the genesis of myths in the focus of the dialectical unity of interaction and interconnection of their
onto- and phylogenesis with the aim of solving the task of forming a complete scholarly picture of
the continuous development of literature and creative art.
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CULTIVATING FOREIGN LANGUAGE GRAMMATICAL COMPETENCE IN THE
CONTEXT OF EFL COMMUNICATIVE APPROACH
Tetiana M. Kartel, Yevheniia V. Stanchyk
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Cultivating communicative competences is the primary task of teaching a foreign language
in the context of communicative approach.

The grammatical component of communicative competence implies at least two aspects of
active speech activity: the ability to identify and distinguish grammatical units of different levels,
to understand their meaning, to independently use proper foreign-language grammatical forms in
a well-shaped utterance according to the norms of the language under study, and the ability to
consciously choose the grammatical forms necessary in a given communicative situation, as well
as to understand the strategies of such a choice when perceiving a message.

There have been quite a few discussions as to what approach to grammar in EFL teaching
is the most effective, which of them fosters developing both fluency and accuracy of foreign-
language speech.

Rod Ellis (2005), on the basis of analysing various studies in the field of language teaching
methodology, derived several principles of effective foreign language teaching, among them: the
need to develop in students both a rich repertoire of stable phrases and expressions (the principle
of lexical approach) and an understanding of the structure of language (the traditional approach to
teaching grammar), i.e. the requirement of conscious practicing grammatical forms and
unconscious use of them in communication. It means that grammatical phenomena can be
introduced and consolidated both explicitly and implicitly depending on the situation.

Anglo-American methodologists Hossein Nassaji and Sandra Fotos (2004) point to the
following reasons for the “return” of grammar to the classroom: students master grammatical
structures in a certain sequence, which helps to systematise them and thus facilitate the learning
process; it has been proven that conscious concentration on grammatical forms has a positive effect
on language acquisition; the use of communicative approach that excludes the study of
grammatical phenomena in intensive programmes has shown its ineffectiveness; studies proved
that working with grammatical forms significantly improves the accuracy of speech and speeds up
the learning process.

Long-term practice of working with students has demonstrated that a purposeful
generalisation of the material in the form of charts and tables, which allow to indicate the essence
of the subject and are easily digested, can help a lot.

In conclusion, it should be noted that grammatical competence is an integral part of
linguistic competence which in turn is the most important component of communicative
competence. Therefore, there is no doubt that grammar should be taught in a foreign language
course. However, grammar should not be taught in isolation, without connection to other aspects
of language. Grammatical forms should be given in authentic contexts and, depending on the
context, introduced both explicitly and implicitly. To this end a wide range of drills, conditional-
communicative and communicative exercises should be used to consolidate and automate
grammatical structures in the context of structures (translation exercises, substitution exercises,
tables, games, dialogues), combining them with rote learning.
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CELESTIAL TO SOCIAL: THE TRANSFORMATIVE JOURNEY OF DISASTER
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The research examines the profound evolution of disaster conceptualisation from its
etymological origins to contemporary understanding, revealing how human societies have
interpreted catastrophic events throughout history. Tracing the term “disaster” to its Italian roots
in “disastro” — literally meaning “ill-starred” or an unfavourable celestial aspect — we illuminate
significant shifts that have occurred in humanity's relationship with calamity. The research
employs a multidisciplinary approach combining historical analysis, cultural anthropology, and
disaster science to create a comprehensive framework for understanding how disaster perception
influences risk assessment, preparedness strategies, and recovery mechanisms across diverse
societies. There are six distinct evolutionary phases of disaster conceptualisation: Aristotelian
natural phenomena (4th century BC); divine punishment in Early Christianity through the Middle
Ages (1st-15th centuries); the emergence of secular explanations following the 17th century; the
pivotal reconceptualisation after the 1755 Lisbon Earthquake; the dualistic religious-practical
approach exemplified in the 19th century Ottoman Empire; and the complex contemporary
landscape where scientific and religious interpretations coexist. While Western societies have
generally shifted toward scientific explanations, religious interpretations remain resilient across
cultures, often providing meaning and resilience frameworks during crises. The findings reveal
that modern disaster consciousness represents a complex interplay between rational understanding
and cultural interpretation. The research identifies significant differences between Eastern and
Western approaches, with Eastern perspectives emphasising harmony with nature and collective
responsibility. IWestern viewpoints frequently focus on technological solutions and individual
agency. These cultural variations substantially influence risk perception, community preparedness,
and recovery strategies, challenging the assumption that disaster management can follow universal
protocols. The transition from viewing disasters as exceptional cosmic events to understanding
them as socially constructed phenomena with human dimensions has profound implications for
disaster policy. Effective disaster management must incorporate cultural sensitivity alongside
technical expertise, recognising how communities conceptualise disasters and fundamentally
shape their response capacity. The research demonstrates that linguistic, historical, and cultural
dimensions of disasters are not merely academic concerns but critical factors in developing
resilient communities. The study contributes to disaster discourse by establishing a comprehensive
evolutionary framework for understanding disaster conceptualisation, providing valuable insights
for policymakers, emergency management professionals, and international humanitarian
organisations. It concludes that addressing contemporary disaster challenges requires
acknowledging the continued influence of historical perspectives and cultural interpretations
alongside scientific understanding. By recognising disasters as complex phenomena shaped by
both natural forces and human perception, we can develop more nuanced, culturally informed
approaches to disaster risk reduction, response, and recovery that honour diverse ways of knowing
while embracing evidence-based practices.
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CONCEPTUAL METAPHORS UNDERLYING CARBON EMISSIONS
TERMINOLOGY

In today’s environmental discourse, carbon dioxide emissions have secured the status of
“climate culprit par excellence” (Dolman, 2023, p. v), with much attention paid to the methods of
their measurement, prevention, removal or compensation in the light of broad climate change
policies. The purpose of our study is to analyze the incessantly evolving carbon dioxide
terminology from the vantage point of conceptual metaphor theory (CMT) (Lakoff, 1993;
Kovecses, 2020). Compound terms with “carbon” as the core component were sampled from IPCC
glossary (2022) and the NOW (News on the Web) corpus (Davies, 2016 to the present), which is
a massive and constantly updated corpus of English media texts. It was revealed that carbon is
conceptualized in a number of different ways, which both reflect and shape its public perception
and climate policy framing. Currently, the most prevalent conceptual mapping is CARBON AS A
COMMODITY, which activates the frame of economic transactions (e.g., carbon market, carbon
pricing, carbon credit). Its implications are somewhat problematic as it promotes market-based
solutions and suggests that carbon emissions may be simply paid off, in alignment with neoliberal
ideology. Extremely common are also terms that feature the CONTAINER metaphor (e.g., carbon
capture and storage, carbon sink, carbon pool), which likewise overly simplifies the matter by
suggesting that emissions can be neutralized with the help of technological fixes. The same hazard
pertains to broadly used terms carbon neutrality, carbon negativity, and carbon offsetting,
structured around the BALANCE metaphor. They foreground the idea that carbon emissions can
be balanced or neutralized rather than eliminated or prevented. Less common are conceptual
representations that directly associate carbon emissions with danger and thus emphasize their
potentially irreversible consequences (e.g., carbon pollution, carbon footprint, carbon bomb).
Some of the most recent terms — carbon farming and carbon harvesting — are based on agricultural
metaphors and carry ambiguous implications: while they promote soil-based climate solutions,
they may downplay the unpredictability of soil as a carbon storage option. The moralistic frame is
invoked by relatively underused terms carbon debt and carbon accountability, which draw on the
notions of obligation and imply the responsibility of polluters for the management (i.e., removal
or compensation) of their carbon emissions, thus resonating with the “Polluter Pays” principle.
The term carbon bubble (primarily used in economic contexts, but rarely found in environmental
discourse) is an entailment of the common metaphor FINANCIAL MARKET IS A BUBBLE: it
emphasizes the possibility of collapse of fossil fuel industries and thus may be effective in
discouraging investments in non-renewable energy.

Overall, a large number of carbon-related terms are based on metaphorical mappings that
may hinder sustainable climate action, instead leading to greenwashing. Rather than emphasizing
the need for reducing and preventing carbon emissions, they encourage complacency and position
financial or technological solutions that do not involve systemic change. We believe it is important
to further explore the ideological underpinnings of the developing carbon and climate terminology
from the viewpoint of Ecolinguistics, with the aim of finding the most beneficial narratives in the
age of climate emergency.
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GREEN IDEOLOGY IN ACTION: EXPLORING THE CASCADE EFFECT STRATEGY
IN ENVIRONMENTAL VIDEO DISCOURSE

The 21st century environmental discourse is mainly shaped by Greenpeace and the World
Wide Fund for Nature (WWF), which strategically employ communication to influence public
attitudes toward environmental protection. Central to this discourse is green ideology (Humphrey,
2002), which advocates for ecological sustainability, conservation, and responsible interaction
with the natural world. This talk examines how green ideology is realized in discourse, with a
particular focus on the cascade effect strategy within environmental video communication.
Drawing on critical discourse analysis (van Dijk, 2014), multimodality (Machin & Mayr, 2023),
and ecological communication (Luhmann, 1989), it explores the interplay between language,
multimodal resources, and ideology in videos produced by Greenpeace and WWF. The case study
analysis demonstrates how these organizations construct compelling narratives that embed
environmental concerns into public consciousness, influencing perception and driving collective
action through verbal and nonverbal means.

The cascade effect is a discursive strategy that shapes environmental communication
by emphasizing the far-reaching consequences of ecological challenges (Krysanova, 2024). Built
on a cause-effect framework, it addresses environmental issues as triggering widespread effects
across multiple domains. It recontextualizes knowledge, legitimizes authority, and prioritizes
specific threats, reinforcing power dynamics in environmental communication. Climate change is
represented not only as an environmental crisis but as a catalyst for broader social, economic,
and healthcare issues. The dataset comprises 95 environmental videos from Greenpeace and WWF,
selected through a systematic review of publicly available content on digital platforms and
YouTube. The videos are designed to inform about environmental damage and evoke empathy,
urgency, and moral responsibility, directing viewers toward activism. The cascade effect connects
scientific knowledge, media multimodal representation, and public awareness, transforming
expert findings on climate change into emotionally charged narratives. This study analyzes how
language and visuals combine to strategically construct cause-effect relations through
conveying urgent information, fostering emotional engagement, and mobilizing action. The
interplay between rational argumentation and affective appeal is based on the combination of
crisis-laden (threat, danger, risk), emotion-laden (fear, worried, scared), and value-laden
vocabulary (duty, struggle, revolution), factual reasoning, moral imperatives (e.g., Give Earth a
hand), and visuals that depict systemic causes of ecological degradation and the resulting human
and nonhuman suffering. Visuals perform a functional role through images of industrial sites and
natural disasters that illustrate the broader structural causes, and a narrative role through images
of suffering people and animals that heighten emotional impact.
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LANGUAGE AND INTERCULTURAL COMMUNICATION: AN INDIAN VIEWPOINT

Geopolitically as well as socio-culturally, India is uniquely positioned in the history of
mankind. Multifaceted diversities in terms of language, religion, and ethnicity (among others)
yield rich opportunities for intercultural communication study. At this moment, however, this
academic discipline has yet to gain visibility in Indian academia, although some of its components
are taught in a few communication and other social-science departments. This entry presents the
cross-cultural academic exchanges in the pre-modern and colonial periods, discusses the absence
of the above discipline in present-day Indian academia, and calls for more attention and
engagement from scholars to examine various sub-domains of intercultural communication

The paper attempts to throw light on how language and intercultural communication
are connected with the country's diverse cultural landscape as seen from the Indian perspective.
This phenomenon is characterized by indirect communication styles, emphasis upon politeness,
hierarchical structures, and a nuanced understanding of "yes" and "no" depending on the context.

In this regard, certain factors play a significant and instrumental role, the first and the
foremost being respect for the hierarchy, with communication styles adjusting to the status of the
interlocuter by showing courtesy to elders or authority figures. Further on, nonverbal cues, such
as facial expressions, silence and body language, play an important role while manifesting
variation words are not able to convey, along with the context which makes a big difference.

No doubt, India, as a country of vast diversity, has a multitude of languages (around 780
in 2013, having lost about 250 languages in the last five decades, many being on the brink of
extinction), with Hindi as the national one and 22 languages recognized as official. Her people
speak multiple languages, practice multiple religions, and follow a variety of sociocultural
practices. Communication is a crucial component in understanding identity, particularly when
identities are co-constructed, negotiated (avowed, ascribed), reinforced, and challenged. Being
simultaneously multiple and dynamic in nature, identities are developed in a variety of ways in
different cultural contexts. Some of the key sociocultural identities are listed below.

Traditionally, many Indian societies (primarily the Hindu one) follow the age-old caste
system. Owing to hierarchal caste distribution, upper-caste people enjoy their privileges, while
lower-caste ones still face lifelong discrimination and marginalization which is not only economic,
but also sociopolitical, cultural, and communicative. Alongside being the home of the largest
Hindu, Sikh, and Jain populations and the third largest Muslim population, India is the birthplace
of the Buddha. Despite valuing the significance of religious harmony and peaceful coexistence, its
history is not completely peaceful or without conflicts. Recent incidents, like the Babri Masjid
demolition and mass murder at Godhra, Gujarat, are some of the examples of religious clashes.
Thus, intercultural communication scholars need to pay attention to sociopolitical aspects of
minorities, and emerging cultural issues such as intolerance, practiced by religious bigots. Ecology
of languages essentially seeks to create critical awareness of linguistic and cultural pluralism and
opens up avenues for development of a more equal and just language policy; intercultural scholars
need to take active initiatives in fostering and nurturing such ecology.
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KEY ASPECTS OF DEMOCRATIZATION OF THE ENGLISH LANGUAGE

The democratization of the English language refers to the process by which English
becomes more accessible, inclusive, and adaptable to a wider range of speakers across different
social, cultural, and geographical backgrounds. This phenomenon is driven by globalization,
digital communication, and evolving social attitudes toward language use.

It is possible to differentiate key aspects of democratization of English. First of all, it is its
global spread and ownership: (i) English is no longer controlled by native-speaking countries (e.g.,
the UK, the US), instead, it is shaped by diverse global communities; (ii) the rise of World
Englishes (e.g., Indian English, Nigerian English, Singaporean English), which reflects localized
adaptations and variations (Crystal, 2012).

Democratization deals with simplification of the English language norms: (i) traditional
prescriptive grammar rules are increasingly challenged by descriptive approaches that
acknowledge real-world usage; (ii) informal and colloquial English, including internet slang,
abbreviations, and emojis, plays a significant role in digital communication.

Among other aspects of democratization of the English language scholars differentiate:

technology and digital influence (Crystal, 2011);

shifts in power dynamics (Fishman, 2006);

inclusivity and gender-neutral language (Cameron, 2006).

Social media, Al translation tools, and global networking platforms (e.g., Twitter, TikTok)
allow non-native speakers to shape English actively. Machine translation and voice recognition
software reduce linguistic barriers, making English more accessible.

The rise of English as a lingua franca (ELF) means that communication prioritizes clarity
over strict adherence to native-speaker norms. Speakers from diverse backgrounds influence
vocabulary, pronunciation, and grammar, leading to a greater linguistic diversity.

The use of gender-neutral pronouns (e.g., they/them) and inclusive language reflects social
shifts toward equality. Efforts to decolonize English focus on removing biases and promoting non-
Western linguistic perspectives.

The democratization of English challenges traditional hierarchies and empowers speakers
worldwide to shape the language on their own terms. As English evolves, it reflects the voices of
its global users, making it a truly dynamic and adaptable means of communication. On the other
hand, critics argue that English’s dominance threatens linguistic diversity and marginalizes local
languages (Fishman, 2006; Pennycook, 1994).

It is also necessary to emphasize that automated systems trained on dominant English
varieties may reinforce biases rather than support inclusivity. Despite the fact that democratization
allows flexibility, it also raises questions about maintaining mutual intelligibility.
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THE ROLE OF IRISHISMS IN TOURISM DISCOURSE: LANGUAGE, CULTURE,
AND IDENTITY

The discourse of tourism is a powerful medium for cultural representation, identity
formation, and linguistic preservation. Within Irish tourism industry, the presence of culturally
marked lexical units — Irishisms — plays a significant role in shaping visitors' perceptions of the
country and enhance the authenticity of the tourism experience. It is especially true for promotional
materials, which aim at advertising Irish tourism destinations and focus on establishing an
emotional connection with potential tourists, many of whom come from the Irish diaspora in the
USA, Canada, and Great Britain. Tourism discourse contributes to the creation of a unique
narrative that presents Ireland as a place of breathtaking natural beauty (especially along the
Atlantic coast), authentic culture and traditions, and a rich historical heritage spanning centuries.

Irishisms in tourism discourse are present at various linguistic levels, but they are most
tangible in lexikon, syntax, and pragmatics. They possess cultural significance and influence
intercultural communication but can sometimes be confusing for the non-Irish audience.
Misinterpretations especially arise when idiomatic expressions are used without sufficient context,
so tourism professionals must strike a balance between authenticity and intelligibility.

Common lexical Irishisms such as craic (fun, enjoyment), sldainte (cheers), cedd mile failte
(@ hundred thousand welcomes), and banshee (a supernatural being) are frequently used in
promotional materials, marketing strategies, tour guide narratives, and souvenir branding (O
Dénaill, 1977). These terms do not only add local flavor but also serve as markers of authenticity,
distinguishing Irish tourism discourse from generic Anglophone narratives. At the syntactic level,
Irish English constructions influenced by Irish syntax, such as "It’s after raining” (expressing
recent past) or "Is it yourself that’s coming?" (emphasizing identity), are occasionally employed
to create a more immersive cultural experience. Pragmatic formulas, such as "Grand altogether"
(expressing satisfaction) or the politeness strategy "You'll have a cup of tea, won 't you?", further
reinforce the distinctive communicative style associated with Irish English (Kallen, 2012).

The strategic use of Irishisms in tourism discourse contributes to the commodification of
linguistic heritage. Tour guides, heritage sites, and tourism campaigns deliberately incorporate
Irishisms to enhance the perceived authenticity of the visitor experience (Heller, Pujolar, &
Duchéne, 2014). Moreover, Irishisms function as identity markers. This is particularly evident in
heritage sites such as the Cliffs of Moher, the Ring of Kerry, and the Aran Islands, where bilingual
signage, storytelling traditions, and folk expressions enrich the visitor experience. The integration
of Irishisms in tourism discourse highlights the intersection of language, culture, and identity in
Ireland’s tourism industry. By preserving and promoting linguistic heritage, Irishisms serve as
valuable tools for storytelling, cultural branding, and intercultural engagement.
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SEMANTICS, PRAGMATICS AND STYLISTICS OF EKPHRASES AND
DISCUSSIONS ABOUT ART IN LEE HALL’S THE PITMEN PAINTERS

Lee Hall’s play The Pitmen Painters (2008) was inspired by William Feaver’s book
(1988/2009) that charted the history of a unique cultural phenomenon — the Ashington Group,
starting as an evening class for coal miners who wanted to learn art appreciation but soon
transformed into a community making their own paintings and drawings. In his play Hall focused
on the first 13 years of the Ashington Group’s activity. The play abounds in ekphrases and
discussions about art jointly contributing to the plot development and characters’ evolution. This
study aims to reveal semantic, pragmatic, and stylistic dimensions of their interface. In identifying
ekphrasis | follow Leo Spitzer’s definition “the poetic description of a pictorial or sculptural work of
art” (1955, p. 207) and James Heffernan’s emphasis upon ekphrasis as “the verbal representation of
graphic representation” (1991, p. 299). Adopting these approaches, | refer to ekphrasis textual elements
that either provide a description of what a work of art looks like, or offer an interpretation of what this
work means, or do both. Since the play includes instructions as to what slides should be used when it
Is staged, its text acquires what Maria-Eirini Panagiotidou characterised as “both intermedial and
multimodal qualities” (2022, p. 7). Before The Pitmen Painters introduces an ekphrasis or
discussion about art, it sets the question: “Can’t you just describe things? ” (Hall, 2008, p. 8). This
is what one of the miners inquired of Mr Lyon who, being unable to use his projector, was not sure
how to start the lecture in Art Appreciation he had been commissioned to teach. This question
casts both ironic and reflexive light onto the forthcoming ekphrases. The dynamics of ekphrases
and discussions about art in the play is as follows: the miners find Mr Lyon’s lecture on paintings
and art highly irrelevant — they make efforts to learn how to talk about the paintings they started
making — they develop skills to describe and discuss works of art — they cultivate advanced
abilities to engage in sophisticated discussions of specific paintings and art in general. One of the
culminations is the scene when the miners disagree in their interpretation of the Chinese paintings
and demonstrate a deeper and less conventional approach than that of Mr Lyon (ibid., p. 67-69).
Another culmination comes when Oliver eloquently and convincingly expresses his critical
opinion of Mr Lyon’s drawing (ibid., p. 113-114). The characters of pitmen painters undergo
cardinal transformations from not knowing even the most famous names in the history of art such
as Leonardo da Vinci (ibid., p. 10) to freely expressing their own interpretation of a new and an
unconventional piece of art such as Picasso’s Guernica (ibid., p. 99-100). Semantically, ekphrases
and discussions about art are represented via very specific names for material objects and colours
as well as verbal formulations for very abstract ideas. Pragmatically, ekphrases and discussions
about art are embedded into characters questioning each other’s statements and paraphrasing them
ito achieve a sound understanding of each other’s interpretations. Stylistically, ekphrases and
discussions about art are heightened by the contrast: e.g., between the referent and its ekphrastic
representation, between what is irrelevant and relevant for a specific group of people in a
discussion about art. While revealing how ekphrases and discussions about art semantically and
pragmatically evolve from and blend into each other, this study contributes to their unravelling
textual interdependence.
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TEXT AND DISCOURSE: DIFFERENT APPROACHES AND CONCEPTIONS

In the modern world, human consciousness and worldview are formed under the influence
of discourses that surround us in everyday life. Discourse relates to all spheres of activity
and can be represented by any sequence of statements in written or oral form, including scientific
publications and educational materials, lectures, essays in periodicals and speeches on media
channels, business correspondence, medical recommendations. In a word, everything that is
intended for the purposeful influence of some people on others. Traditionally, in linguistics,
the term “text” denotes not only written texts or those fixed in any other way, but also speech
fragments of any length created — from a one-word remark to an entire story, poem or book.
Where there is no text, there is no object for research and thinking. According to many scholars,
we manifest our thoughts not through individual statements, but through coherent texts. The
fundamental differences between discourse and text are viewed as follows: 1) discourse is a
phenomenon of pragmatics, text is an exclusively linguistic category; 2) discourse is a category
of process, text is that of result; 3) text is an abstract construction, discourse is its actualization.

Discourse analysis is carried out in accordance with several perspectives: linguistic,
ontological, cognitive, and communicative ones. Each of them is specified by a set of parameters.
The linguistic facet is diversified by the textual presence or absence of words or phrases with
direct and indirect meanings, as well as extensional and intentional contexts. The ontological
facet is diversified by the forms of reference and types of their determination. The cognitive facet
is diversified according to the forms of mental activity as well as logical principles. The
communicative facet — by bipolarity of speech communication and types of communicative tactics
(Flowerdew & Richardson, 2017).

The main properties of text are considered to be integrity and coherence, which, on the
one hand, are relatively independent of each other, and on the other hand, presuppose each other
(Salkie, 2006). Any text is organised hierarchically. It has a structure, where not all the elements
are expressed verbally, some of them can be manifested non-verbally, whether fully or partially.
Such properties of text as its separateness and completeness are not strictly linguistic, being
determined by the conditions of communication. The separateness of text is associated with its
structural parameters, and completeness is linked to its integrity and topic (Paltridge, 2012). Text
as such conveys information, using specific language material in speech.

Presumably, the suggested procedure of analysis might help to distinguish discourse from
text, clarifying their interspecific connections. It might also help to define their communicative
and cognitive effectiveness as well as social significance. In general, the studies of discourses
and texts, which might reveal the mechanisms of their complex impact on the audience, on
public consciousness as such will be helpful to those who face the necessity to make rational
decisions while planning one’s work, coordinating team efforts, checking and evaluating results.
Moreover, it might contribute to shaping one’s scholarly worldview, increasing a person’s cultural
sensitivity, becoming a necessary condition for effective communication.
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NARRATIVE VS NON-NARRATIVE POETRY: THE COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF
POE’S “DREAM-LAND” AND “A DREAM WITHIN A DREAM”

Contemporary narrative theory has undergone significant changes, incorporating new
approaches. According to Meister (2009), the area now includes a variety of “new
narratologies,” which can be grouped into three dominant paradigms: contextual, cognitive, and
transgeneric. The latter is concerned with the application of narratological concepts to genres
and media, which are not primarily regarded as narrative (e.g., poetry), but do possess — this
way or another — narrative aspects. Although the application of narratological categories to the
analysis of lyric poems has met severe criticism, Hiihn defends this idea, offering the
transgeneric narratological approach for the interpretation of poetic texts (Hiihn, 2004, 2021).
His fundamental argument is that the main purpose of reading a poem is to understand its
meaning and that the appropriate way to involve with a lyric poem is through analysing its
lyrical text from a semantic perspective in the form of interpretation. Hiihn suggests applying
the transgeneric narratological approach not as a contribution to the definition of the lyric genre,
but as a “viable operational toolkit for the interpretation of lyric texts” (Hiihn, 2021, p. 64-65).
Following Hiihn, McHale (2009) draws a line between poetry and lyric claiming they are not
the same thing. He adds that the latter can occur in poetry, but at the same time it can easily
be found in prose — sometimes in combination with narrative, and sometimes not. McHale
insists on the importance of considering narrative in poetry and studying what differentiates it
from other genres, namely its poetic component. In the last decade, the line of thinking in
poetics has been developed into more reader-oriented research models. In their Experiencing
Poetry. A Guidebook to Psychopoetics, van Peer and Chesnokova (2022) offer the term
psychopoetics as a theory of poetic experience (both narrative and non-narrative), focusing on a
combination of approaches based on the reader’s response theory. According to the authors,
psychopoetics is a combination of psychology and poetics as it is related to the study of
psychological aspects of language. VVan Peer and Chesnokova hold that poetry is about words and
“words in poetry often carry powerful meanings. Because it aims at powerful emotional experiences”
(van Peer and Chesnokova, 2022, p. 2). This leads us to the assumption that readers can be no longer
left aside as their experience is one of the keys to the analysis of literary texts. In our research we
look at both language and stylistic preferences in the texts of a canonical American poet and prose
writer Edgar Allan Poe. We claim that in Poe’s writings, form and genre affect each other, which is
reflected in the author’s poetics. As a result, poetic narrativity becomes one of characteristic features
of Poe’s idiostyle. In order to demonstrate these correlations between the two artistic forms, this study
aims to apply the narratological approach to the comparative analysis of Poe’s narrative (“Dream-
Land”) and non-narrative (“A Dream Within a Dream”) poems. The future research in the area
could focus on checking whether the narrative perspective and form in Poe’s poetry influence
the reader’s reaction and to what extent.
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PREFIXATION OF POWER ENGINEERING TERMINOLOGY FROM THE
PERSPECTIVE OF REVEALING THE MAJOR INDUSTRY TRENDS

Morphologic term-formation is reported to account for about 5% of all the special
vocabulary, with suffixation as the most productive means of building monolexemic terms
(Griniewicz, 2013, p. 32). From this perspective, prefixes seem to be less productive as they are
used to concretize the meaning of terms, usually verbs, rather than create new terms, mostly nouns
and adjectives. Prefixes are commonly classified by their denotation and divided into negative (un-
, hon-, in-) and reversative ones (re-, dis-, de-) as well as those of time, order, space, and degree
(fore-, pre-, post-, ex-, super-, sub-, over-, co-, inter-, trans-, hyper-, ultra-). Most prefixes in
engineering terms are borrowed, being of Latin and Greek origin (Myshak, 2017). Relying upon
the engineering text corpora, one can distinguish prefixes that specify the quantity or value (uni-,
dio-, micro-, poly-) and different natural conditions (aero-, hydro-, thermo-) (Nevrevaet al., 2017).
Learning common prefixes is viewed as a helpful approach to mastering English, especially
English for Academic or Specific Purposes. Once the learners are able to recognize the prefix, it
is easier for them to spell the term correctly and guess the meaning of unfamiliar derivatives. For
that reason, we consider studying word formation patterns of modern English terminological
systems as promising, addressing here the prefixes characteristic of power engineering
terminology. Today, power engineering is an area of engineering science that has been rapidly
developing due to technological advances and transition to renewable energy generation. The
analysis of the relevant vocabulary from present-day English academic texts and engineering
glossaries reveals that bio- is the most frequent prefix of one-word power engineering terms (e.g.,
bioconversion, biodiesel, bioeconomy, bioenergy, biofuel, biogas, biomass, biopower, bioproduct,
biorefinery). It is defined as a word-forming element typical of compounds that comes from Greek
“bios,” meaning “life” or “biology” (Online Etymology Dictionary, 2022). A quick search by the
BNC Baby, a four million word sample of the British National Corpus, results into seeing bio-
derivatives used not only in academic texts of Engineering, but also those of Biological Studies,
Agriculture, and Physics (EAP Foundation, 2013). What is more, “biomass” is found to be most
frequently used, both as a one-word term and part of two-word combinations (e.g., biomass
production, biomass accumulation). The Online Etymology Dictionary says that the noun
“biomass,” meaning “total weight of the organic substance or organisms in a given area” has been
in use since 1969. The noun “biodiesel” was first registered in 1992, while “biofuel” as far back
as in 1984. Both the BNC Baby and the Google Books Ngram Viewer, however, display
“biodiesel” as a much more common noun than “biofuel,” which suggests that over the years
biodiesel has quickly become a widely spread type of fuels obtained from biological sources. The
fact that the Google Books Ngram Viewer ranks “biorefinery” as the least common bio- derivative
and a Wikipedia web-page on biorefinery was last updated in November 2024 indicates that this
area of power engineering keeps growing on and on.
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WRONG ASSUMPTIONS AS A SEMANTIC BARRIER OF INTERNATIONAL
COMMUNICATION

A semantic barrier in communication refers to misinterpretations that arise due to
differences in meaning, linguistic forms, or the way words and phrases are understood. These
barriers occur when a sender and a receiver attach different meanings to the same words, leading
to confusion of the message. Semantic barriers can stem from jargon, ambiguous words, cultural
differences, or specific terminology. International communication often faces challenges due to
semantic barriers, one of which is the presence of wrong assumptions. These are misconceptions
about language, culture, or intent that can distort messages and lead to ineffective communication,
misunderstandings, and even conflicts. A wrong assumption in communication occurs when a
person believes something to be true without verification. Assumptions are often based on personal
experiences, cultural norms, or past interactions, but they may not always align with reality. arising
from incomplete information, cognitive biases, or preconceived notions about a person or situation
(Gudykunst, 2005).

Scholars single out the most common types of wrong assumptions in international
communication: (i) the assumption of understanding that occurs when a communicator assumes
that a listener has the same level of knowledge or perspective on a topic; (ii) the assumption of
intentions which happens when people believe they understand another person’s motives without
clarification; (iii) the assumption of agreement that emerges when someone believes that their
viewpoint is universally accepted or shared; (iv) the assumption of similarity which occurs when
a communicator expects a listener to think, behave, or communicate in the same way he/she does.

Wrong assumptions can have significant negative effects, among them: reduced
efficiency including wasted time, resources, and poor decision-daking due to incorrect
assumptions (Goffman, 1959); misunderstandings leading to confusion and frustration (Tannen,
1994); conflicts as the result of misinterpretation of words, which leads to damaged relationships.
Still, there are some strategies that can be used to overcome wrong assumptions, i.e. active
listening through focusing on deep understanding rather than assuming (Brownel, 2012);
clarification and verification, which gives confirmation of the information; awareness of cultural
differences to avoid misunderstandings (Hall, 1976); provision of explicit information to minimize
ambiguity; encouragement of feedback.

Thus, wrong assumptions in international communication are a common yet avoidable
problem. By recognizing common types of assumptions and implementing strategies to mitigate
them, individuals and organizations can improve clarity, reduce conflicts, and enhance overall
communication effectiveness. Active listening, verification, cultural awareness, explicit
communication, and feedback mechanisms are essential tools in this endeavour. Improving
communication requires continuous effort, but the benefits of reduced misunderstandings and
stronger relationships make it worthwhile.
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TECHNICAL JARGON AS A SEMANTIC BARRIER OF INTERNATIONAL
COMMUNICATION

In an increasingly globalized world, effective communication across international borders
Is essential. However, one major obstacle that hinders smooth communication is the use of
technical jargon. The term “jargon” originates from an old French word that referred to the
chirping and chattering of birds (Lindsley, 1991). It entered the English language in the 14th
century, expanding in meaning to describe incoherent speech or nonsense. Thus, technical jargon
refers to specialized terminology used within a specific field, which may not be easily understood
by outsiders. When technical jargon is used in international communication, it often creates
semantic barriers, leading to misunderstandings, confusion, and inefficiency.

Technical jargon consists of specialized words, abbreviations, and terminologies used by
professionals in a particular industry, such as medicine, law, engineering, or IT. While jargon helps
professionals communicate precisely within their domain, it becomes problematic when used in
cross-cultural or cross-disciplinary settings. When international audiences are unfamiliar with
these terms, the meaning of the message can be lost or misinterpreted (Crystal, 2003).

Technical jargon contributes to semantic barriers in the following ways: lack of common
understanding; cultural and linguistic differences (Hofstede, 2001); ambiguity and multiple
meanings; overuse of acronyms and abbreviations; exclusion of non-experts.

When technical jargon creates semantic barriers, it can lead to several negative
consequences, among them: misunderstandings; reduced efficiency; loss of business
opportunities; legal and compliance risks (Gumperz, 1982); cultural alienation.

Thus, when using technical terms, it is necessary to provide brief definitions or context to
aid understanding; give the full form of the abbreviation in the first instance; adapt communication
for the audience, that is to adjust the level of technical detail based on the knowledge of the
audience. It is also recommended to use visual aids (diagrams, charts, and real-world examples)
while presenting the information. A very effective step to combat the above-mentioned semantic
barrier is to train employees in cross-cultural communication, helping them to communicate
efficiently with international audiences.

Consequently, technical jargon, while useful within specific industries, can become a
significant semantic barrier in international communication. The overuse of jargon leads to
misunderstandings, inefficiencies, and lost opportunities. However, by using simple language,
providing explanations, adapting communication, incorporating visual aids, encouraging
questions, and training employees, organizations can overcome these barriers and facilitate
effective global communication. In a connected world, clarity and inclusiveness in communication
are essential for success. Using clear, simple, and direct language while being mindful of technical
terms and jargon helps ensure that everyone can actively be engaged in conversations, meetings,
or presentations.
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VERTICAL MOVEMENT IN DREAMS: SENSORIMOTOR AND SEMANTIC
IMPLICATIONS
Valeria O. Nikolaienko

Dreamstate is a predominantly visual and sensorimotor human experience marked by
bizarreness and hyperassociativity (Malinowski & Horton, 2015). However, while researchers
have extensively studied activation and neural substrates of dreaming, the question of meaning—
if there is any—remains open. The spatial dynamics of dream content, the vertical axis of
movement specifically, may offer a perspective on the associations and intrinsic meanings of the
VERTICALITY schema. In addition, it provides experiential insights into the metaphorical mappings
of the up and DOWN image schemas.

The concept of VERTICALITY is culturally (and cognitively) intrinsic to conceptualizing the
state of dreaming. The fiction examples include Kazuo Ishiguro’s nightmarish The Unconsoled
(Vorobyova, 2012), where the narrative is organized around the vertical axis, Christopher Nolan’s
film Inception with dream layers stacked vertically (Echeverria Domingo, 2020), or even Lewis
Carroll’s Alice's Adventures in Wonderland, where Alice falls into a dream-like adventure through
the rabbit hole. In turn, the STATE IS A CONTAINER metaphor is not only pervasive in language (e.g.,
fall asleep), but is clearly defined in dream reports as the main means of conceptualizing the
dreaming experience (Nikolaienko, 2023). Finally, the term “subconsciousness” is framed by
metaphorical spatiality of consciousness, a vertically layered model. This study examines the
VERTICALITY image schema in dream reports using a corpus of over 60,000 such reports. It builds
on my prior research that explored the specialization of the objects located to one’s right and left
in dreams, which showed that passages (that is, the scene and plot shifts) appear more frequently
in dreams on one’s left (Nikolaienko, 2024). For the research into VERTICALITY, | selected the
keywords associated with vertical movements (such as elevator, lift, rise, fall, and emerge),
extracted them from the corpus, and ran sentiment analysis to complement it with manual
annotation and determine if verticality is associated with emotions and if vertical movement in
dreams correlates with scene and plot shifts. The mentions of vertical movement do not cluster
towards the ending of the dream, as might be expected from the metaphor DREAM IS A CONTAINER,
which maps the waking process as emerging from a container. However, vertical movement does
often represent a plot shift, which may have sensorimotor justification. As for emotions, texts that
feature elevator rides show generally higher rates of emotional vocabulary, specifically for fear
and tension.
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SHAPING TRANSGENDER IDENTITY THROUGH LANGUAGE: A FOCUS ON
MEDIA DISCOURSES
Emma Pasquali
eCampus University of Novedrate, Italy

The present paper examines the discourse of power in media representations of transgender
identity through a Critical Discourse Analysis applied to the corpus of articles published between
1954 and 2018 in The Daily Mirror (later renamed The Mirror), The Guardian, and The Times.
Focusing on the case of Roberta Cowell—the first celebrity in the United Kingdom to undergo
sex confirmation surgery, this study explores how journalistic language has shaped public
perceptions of gender identity over time.

More specifically, the research investigates whether shifts towards political correctness in
English (Arune 2006; Baron 2020; Conrod 2020; Knutson, Koch & Goldbach 2019) reflect
broader socio-political changes in conceptualizing gender, and how the linguistic choices of
journalists have contributed to constructing or contesting dominant narratives about transgender
individuals.

The contribution is structured as follows: the first section introduces Roberta Cowell and
explores media coverage of transgender people; the second one discusses the methodological
framework (Fairclough, 1989; van Leeuwen, 2009, p.42) and the building of the corpus for
study; in the third section, a table giving a quantitative overview of the most salient data will
be provided to pinpoint the linguistic trends within each article and the corpus as a whole. The
fourth section summarizes the results of the study and outlines further possible developments.
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CHARISMATIC VS. TOXIC POLITICAL NARRATIVES IN GERMANY AND
UKRAINE: POST-FEBRUARY 24, 2022
Nataliya V. Petlyuchenko
A. V. Nezhdanova Odesa National Academy of Music

This study focuses on contrasts of charismatic and toxic narratives in German and
Ukrainian political discourses after February 24, 2022 (Petlyuchenko et al., 2021,
Petlyuchenko, 2024). Perceptions of toxicity and charisma are often influenced by the
collective projections of opposing socio-political groups or parties. Consequently, politicians
and their narratives may be deemed toxic primarily by their opponents and the media or social
networks aligned with them. Conversely, supporters of such politicians may view their leaders’
use of hate speech as a charismatic expression of their views, regardless of the reactions from
other parties. Furthermore, it is crucial for analyzing the interactions among communicators in
political and media spheres, taking into account linguistic, general semiotic, socio-cultural, and
ethno-specific factors.

In this study, the term “narrative” is defined as a story that connects actions and events
with the contexts of meaning that surround them (Assmann, 2023). Narratives help organize and
explain the world through shaping the perspective from which we view it. Their influence in
political discourse can be both constructive and detrimental. This presentation delineates the
characteristics of political narratives that elicit positive emotions, motivating them as
charismatic. Conversely, political narratives that evoke feelings of fear, rejection, or hatred can
be characterized as “toxic”.

In German political discourse, several narratives with distinct national characteristics can
be identified as charismatic —“Democracy is voting”, ‘“Democracy IS a compromise”,
“Democracy secures freedom”, “Democracy makes you strong”, etc. vs toxic —*“The downfall
of Germans”, “Threat from outside/threat from within”, “The establishment manipulates”,
“Global conspiracy”, “Repression for resistance”, etc. (Baldauf et al., 2017, p. 11).

In Ukrainian political discourse, nationally specific narratives can also be classified as
either charismatic or toxic, the former including such topics as “Ukrainian independence”,
“Ukraine is a unified nation”, “Ukraine is a champion of liberty against external aggression”,
and “Ukrainians are a nation of victors.” Conversely, toxic narratives encompass statements such
as “Ukrainians and Russians are one people”, “Ukraine is under the external control ofthe West”,
“Without cooperation with Russia, Ukraine would face an economic catastrophe”, and “Russia
does not want war, but it must defend itself because it is being provoked” (Magazova, 2024).
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TRENDS IN THE FORMATION OF NEW PHRASEOLOGICAL UNITS IN
JOURNALISTIC TEXTS
Svitlana V. Radetska

A modern journalistic text is a dynamic object of study that reflects the language system's
movement and forms new trends in its development. Journalism acutely reacts to changes in the
social, political, and economic life of society, to progress in the scientific and technical fields, in
the information and communication spheres, and this is reflected in the language of journalistic
works, which abounds a variety of linguistic units, including phraseological ones. Phraseological
units, proverbs, sayings, and catchphrases are obligatory stylistic components of newspaper
language, an important source of expressive and emotional richness, as well as an essential means
of implementing the constructive and stylistic features of newspaper publications. They give the
texts the appropriate effective force and contribute to the creation of special expressiveness.
Phraseological units help to express the respective thought more emotionally and vividly.

Phraseological units primarily serve as a synthesis of conceptual meaning and emotional
expressiveness in texts, including newspaper headlines and subtitles. Their role in journalistic
articles is particularly evident through two key functions: the pictorial-emotional and the pictorial-
descriptive ones. The pictorial-emotional function enables the authors to convey their feelings and
perspectives on events and facts, eliciting a respective emotional response from the readers.
Meanwhile, the pictorial-descriptive function enhances the clarity and vividness of expression,
allowing the writers to present their thoughts and emotions through striking figurative imagery.

The formation of new phraseological units reflects present-day societal changes,
technological advancements, and cultural trends. Here are the main tendencies in the creation of
new phraseological units today. The rise of the internet and social media has led to the emergence
of new idiomatic expressions related to online behavior, digital communication, and technology
(digital detox, deepfake dilemma). Global sociopolitical events influence the emergence of
expressions that describe activism, societal tensions, and ideological shifts (gaslighting the public,
climate anxiety). Changes in employment culture and economic shifts contribute to new
workplace-related idioms (quiet quitting, work-life balance).

Phraseological units represent a unique type of word combination. As noted by a leading
modern researcher, “Phraseological units are multi-word expressions that exhibit a high degree of
fixedness and often carry idiomatic meaning, differing from the sum of their individual parts”
(Moon, 1998, p. 126). This inherent complexity directly influences the choice of translation
techniques and methods.

In almost any language, several levels of phraseologisms are noted, and not all of them are
well-known, widely used, and recorded in dictionaries. Some of them are used only by certain
groups of native speakers and cannot be found in dictionaries. Consequently, the translator's
primary task is “to recognize a phraseological unit within the text and distinguish a stable
combination from a variable one” (Kopyneus, 2003, c. 48). Only then can the appropriate
translation strategy and method of reproduction be selected.
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INTERTEXTUAL AND INTERMEDIAL REFERENCES TO SHAKESPEARE IN IRIS
MURDOCH’S “THE GREEN KNIGHT”: THEMATIC AND STYLISTIC
PERSPECTIVES
Nataliia V. Rarenko

Like many other novels by I. Murdoch, The Green Knight (1993) has notable thematic and
stylistic allusions to Shakespeare’s plays, highlighting the complexities of human nature and
intricate human relationships (Conradi, 1989/2001; Martin & Rowe, 2010).

Exploring Shakespearean textual references in The Green Knight from an integrated
(intermedial and intertextual) perspective is crucial for understanding the stylistic complexity of
Murdoch’s writing. While intertextual references to Shakespearean drama have been widely
examined, interpreting them through the lens of intermediality allows us to see how Murdoch
incorporates theatrical elements into the literary texture to create an ever-present sense of
theatricality. This artificial backdrop not only enhances the dramatic atmosphere of the novel but
also deepens the writer’s exploration of human behaviour and other existential issues, highlighting
their complexity against the staged and seemingly orchestrated nature of existence.

This paper aims to elicit the ways in which the narrative and mimetic structure of The
Green Knight as well as its plot development resemble Shakespearean plays and mimic his manner
of writing, both thematically and stylistically. The novel centers on a group of middle-aged friends
whose lives are profoundly disrupted by a tragic event—one of them accidentally kills a man in
self-defense. However, the situation quickly escalates when they discover that the man they
believed to be dead has survived. His unexpected return forces them to confront the consequences
of their actions as he seeks justice, redemption, and — in an unforeseen twist — love.

Explicit and implicit references (Rajewsky, 2005; Wolf, 2011) to Shakespearean dramas
are examined through the twofold lens: 1) intertextually, via thematization that concerns direct
references to Shakespeare’s plays and characters; 2) intermedially, via imitation, which entails
implicit resemblances to theatrical art in general, though being particularly related to
Shakespeare’s plays and their theatre adaptations.
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NEUROCOGNITIVE TROPOLOGY IN ENGLISH-LANGUAGE POPULAR SCIENCE
DISCOURSE: SEMANTIC AND STYLISTIC ANALYSIS
Yan Ya. Samosiienko

The 1990s Decade of the Brain initiated by George H. W. Bush continues to yield significant
results today. Its impact spans a wide range of areas, contributing to such advancements as Neuralink’s
implantable brain-computer interfaces and the popularity of modern educational neuro-oriented
resources. These developments reflect a growing interest of both scientists and general public towards
the issues of mental health, brain functions, and the mechanisms underlying neurocognitive processes.
Similarly, there is an increasing interest in Linguistics towards studying neural issues brought up
in popular science literature through the lens of cognitive-semantic analysis (Bopo6iioBa, 2023).
Such literature aims to satisfy the public's curiosity over the on-going neurohype by employing
imagery, transcending the rigid constraints of scientific writing and excessive objectivity. This
approach enables presenting ideas and theories from a more accessible and engaging perspective
(Gouthier & Di Bari, 2003).

The relevance of the topic lies in exploring semantic and stylistic representation of
neurocognitive processes in contemporary English-language popular science texts, with a focus on
tropology as an effective tool for disseminating specialised knowledge to general public. Suchlike
neurocognitive tropology is especially important in the light of: a) capturing and maintaining the
reader's attention throughout the text; b) communicating scientific information clearly and engagingly,
preserving its logic or novelty; and c) promoting memorization, awareness, as well as potential
application and dissemination of the information in question. The study aims to examine and categorise
the imagery used to describe neurocognitive processes via the tropology explanatory potential. The
scope of tropological means and devices employed in popular science texts of various formats to
explain the gist of neurocognitive processes is rather wide. Particular attention is given to
metaphors, which, being based on the properties of their target and source domains (Lakoff, 1993,
p. 207), can be categorised according to the following oppositions: a) concrete vs. abstract (your
imagination [...] is a tool; imagination is an important rehearsal space); b) artificial vs. natural
(your imagination is an important rehearsal space; brain rot); and c) positive vs negative (a series
of positive anchors — a mental library of success; the brain is like a multiheaded hydra). The
qualities of different categories may overlap, that is why the “mental library of success” metaphor
might be described through artificiality, abstraction, and positive evaluation, while the “brain rot”
metaphor can be characterised by concreteness, naturalness, and negative evaluation. Future
research may explore the representation of neurocognitive processes through metaphorical
correlates and expand in several directions, one of them being oriented towards reconstructing
respective conceptual metaphors, while focusing on the correlation of their conceptual referents
and correlates.
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RHETORIC OF APPEASEMENT AND PEACE
Tetyana I. Sayenko

Political argumentation relies on appeals to common values, defined as “deeply rooted,
abstract motivations that guide, justify, and explain attitudes, norms, opinions, and actions”
(Schwartz 2007: 169). These values can be individual, culturally specific, or universally
acknowledged. Shalom Schwartz states that ten distinct motivational value orientations are
recognized across all cultures (Schwartz 2007). The Value Theory also specifies the conflicts and
congruities among the commonly recognized abstract values. People tend to behave in ways that
balance their opposing values. They choose alternatives that promote higher as against lower priority
values. The present study aimed to define the common values that, when prioritized in speech, could
signal the shift from “discriminatory” to “universal” rhetoric in its appeal to the common good. The
study focuses on the comparative rhetorical analysis of four audio-recorded speeches - appeals for
appeasement and calls for peace - delivered by world leaders (Woodrow Wilson, Neville
Chamberlain, Anwar Sadat, and Yitzhak Rabin) to national and international communities in the
20th century. The research results show that the rhetoric of peace upgrades “universalism” and
“benevolence” value types, which constructs the public opinion favoring tolerance, agreement, and
peace. In contrast, the rhetoric of appeasement activates ‘“security” and “conformity” and
downgrades the opposing values — “power” and “self-direction”. The downgrading of
“universalism” and upgrading of “power” are conducive to a two-valued orientation, double
standards, and claims for exclusive rights and privileges. However, in a situation of balanced forces,
leaders make a shift to the rhetoric of peace. The research results showed that prosodic and rhythmic
contrasts mark the focal parts of the appeals and enhance their evocative power.
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POLITICAL CLASH: COMMUNICATIVE NON-VERBAL BEHAVIOUR INSIGHTS
(THE “OVAL OFFICE MEETING” CASE)
Halyna H. Severyna

The current political landscape compels individuals to critically assess the information they
get. In the global environment filled up with deceit and manipulation, recipients must be aware of
the entire flow of information directed towards them. Thus, the topicality of this paper arises from
the rapid influx of information from biased media sources, highlighting the necessity to counteract
their manipulative effects by decoding the speaker’s communicative signals. Coded messages are
frequently crafted to persuade, deceive, or manipulate one’s interlocuters in order to strategically
gain the support of others. Communicators utilize a range of techniques, including postures,
proxemics (the management of personal space), gestures, voice modulation, intonation, etc. The
understanding of these nonverbal cues is essential for accurately interpreting the communicator's
intentions and behaviour. The importance lays in the fact that, generally, individuals employ these
nonverbal signals subconsciously, although there are occasions when they may consciously
influence their communicative strategies (Knapp, Hall & Horgan, 2013). A notable example
illustrating the contrast between different speech behaviour (verbal and non-verbal signals) and
communication styles in politics can be observed during the meeting between President Zelensky
and President Trump in the Oval Office. The analysis seeks to indicate that Donald Trump (see
Fig. 1) exhibits non-verbal patterns of behaviour characterised by aggression and manipulation
(AmmnieBa & boxko, 2021), whereas President Zelensky demonstrates a communication style that
balances assertiveness with a degree of submission (ITomomsik, 2014).

The analysis concludes that the gestures, facial expressions, postures, and variations in
intonation employed by the communicators effectively convey several key messages as for: 1)
their pre-established intentions before the meeting, which can range from seeking consensus to
anticipating conflict; 2) their attitudes toward each other during the interaction, including
cooperative or non-cooperative behaviours; and 3) their status and political roles in the given
context.
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FOSTERING THE “INTERCULTURAL READER” THROUGH TEACHING
ENGLISH-LANGUAGE HAIKU
Anna V. Shershnova
Kyoto University of Advanced Science, Japan

This research explores the value of teaching English-language haiku in intercultural
university education, using Hild Hoff’s (2016) model of the intercultural reader. Contemporary
cultures consist of individuals from diverse ethnic, religious, and ideological groups, which
characterizes postmodern society by fragmentation and pluralism. This can lead to ambiguity or
even conflict when defining the notions of culture and identity. Hoff’s model of the intercultural
reader (MIR) reconceptualizes Michael Byram’s (1997) classical model of the intercultural
speaker by addressing how conflict and ambiguity can be navigated while reading a literary text.

Empirical data from this reader-response study show that English-language haiku can be a
powerful tool for promoting the qualities of the intercultural reader. The genre is inherently
ambiguous due to the gap between two images juxtaposed in the poem. Resolving this gap fosters
communication with students, as different interpretations of the gap allow for understanding the
conflict as a catalyst for communication rather than a difficulty to overcome. The concise nature
of English-language haiku makes it accessible to students, which is a crucial factor in effectively
integrating literature into language learning curricula (see Rosenkjar, 2009; Stephens, 2021).
Despite its brevity, English-language haiku explores profound themes, such as life, love, and
loneliness, through nature imagery, offering an opportunity for meaningful dialogue among
students. Moreover, the miniature form of the poem can be indispensable in showing students how
a literary text both reveals and conceals something about the nature of being, leading to productive
discussions of haiku themes with research participants. Finally, reading English-language haiku
can inspire some students to compose their own haiku in English, demonstrating how this genre
can enhance their creative writing skills (see Chirico et al., 2018).

Although the participants in this study were Japanese university EFL students, the results
suggest the potential value of English-language haiku in developing intercultural reader qualities
among university students beyond Japan.
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DIGITAL NARRATIVIZATION IN THE GAMING DISCOURSE
Iryna P. Voloshchuk
National Technical University of Ukraine “Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute”

With communication becoming increasingly complex in the digital age, we must look
beyond language to understand the full spectrum of multimodal communication. This includes
the framework for understanding how synesthesia of visual images and auditory experience can
be combined with verbal stories to create immersive narrative experiences.

The main focus of this research is on the study of integrated gaming communications,
particularly those where developers use linguistic and non-linguistic multi-semiotic systems to
form both an emotional appeal and an aesthetic impression on their audience to create a
shared immersive narrative. Such narrativization includes the players’ interaction with the game
components, their navigating the game scenario, talking to other game characters, and performing
meta-commands, all included in the same interface or metaverse. In the context of gaming
discourse, narrativization plays a special role since it serves as a means of communication
between game developers and players, allowing them to exchange ideas thoughts, and emotions. Our
research is based on Gunter Kress’s ideas regarding social semiotic theory to analyze how different
modes work together in present-day communication (Kress, Van Leeuwen, 2021, p. 43).

Gaming discourse is the communication within acommunity of players. The game engages
players in a deep cognitive narrative through choice and consequence mechanics, as well as
unique combat mechanics that are integrated into the storyline. Mechanics enables players to
immerse themselves in the narratives through the world exploration and interaction with the
environment, rather than via direct narrative elements, which encourages players to piece together
the story from scattered fragments of information.

Moreover, games that put players in difficult emotional situations or force them to
choose between morally challenging alternatives can increase emotional engagement. Role-
playing games often feature complex dialogue systems where the player's choices affect the plot
and relationships with other characters, helping to create a unique narrative that reflects each
player's individual experiences and choices (Baldry & Thibault, 2006, p. 67).

Cultural context is also taken into consideration since in large games with many
characters and complex plots, ensuring consistency in translation is important. This includes
aligning terminology, character speaking styles, and the overall tone of the narrative, which
can be difficult when working with a large team of translators. In video games, transcreation is
often used for character dialogue, names, place names, jokes, or cultural references; adaptation
can include changing the symbolism used in games, adapting cultural customs, and altering the
interface and navigation elements to ensure an immersive narrative experience. To sum up,
localization involves adapting all elements of a game, including graphics, music, dialogue,
jokes, character names, and other contextual details, to resonate with the cultural settings and
expectations of the target audience.
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“THE TIME IS OUT OF JOINT”: THE TROPOLOGY OF TRAUMA THROUGH THE
LENS OF LITERARY MUSICALISATION
Olga P. Vorobyova

Recent catastrophic events on the global scale have affected the mainstream trajectory of
scholarly explorations by shifting their focus onto the issue of trauma, which resulted in revisiting
previous research through its reinterpretation in terms of traumatic experience. Such
metamorphosis can also be traced in the area of intermediality studies, particularly those
concerning musicalisation of fiction. Though music tends to be viewed interdisciplinary as a
therapeutic tool that fosters working-through and healing trauma (Swart, 2014), not infrequently
it might act as a source of traumatic experience, provoking cumulative or sequential psychological
traumas (see Mapxkosuu, 2021, c. 52). As literary and poetological trauma studies (Andermahr,
2013; Balaev, 2018; Mir, 2023; Vickroy, 2002) problematize the dominant trauma aesthetics,
aiming to identify the ways in which traumas might be represented in literary texts (Andermahr,
2013, p. 14), more often than not they focus upon verbal and narrative figurations that highlight
tropological symbolization of trauma, music being one of its triggers. This paper revisits two
literary works, “Die Klavierschpielerin” (The Piano Teacher”) by Elfriede Jelinek (2004) and
“Nocturnes. Five Stories of Music and Nightfall” by Kazuo Ishiguro (2009), earlier explored for
instances of musicalisation (Bopo6iiosa, 2024; Vorobyova, 2020), to single out and systematize
tropological manifestations of music as a trauma-generic factor. Paradoxically, in both the novel
and the collection of stories along with “the healing jouissance of music”, in Sonya Andermahr’s
parlance, we come across metaphorical and narrative conceptualisations of music as a kind of trap
(he had to listen to us rehearsing, day after day), a tool of pressure and/or manipulation (I was a
musician, why should | have to join in this game), a vampire (then she’ll be doing something else
with music, that bloodsucker), a source of physical suffering (the music grinds into sensitive nerve
endings) and the like. Approaching musicalisation of fiction narrative in terms of trauma theory,
intermediality poetics and cognitive stylistics might be regarded as another proof of the emergent
interphilological blend of linguistics and literary studies as a novel prospective area of
humanitarian research and practice of text interpretation.
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MAPPING KEY ELEMENTS OF TEACHER’S CHARISMA ONTO TRANSLATION
SKILLS ACQUISITION

In recent years, Ukrainian academia have been intensively discussing miscellaneous issues
related to quality of tertiary education, among which most topical ones are how to consistently
provide the standards universities are striving for into the educational process. Additionally, in
alignment with the country European integration program, the role of the translator gains a
particular importance, considering a significant number of official documents which are to be
translated into Ukrainian, thus making translation skills acquisition one of the burning issues on
the national level.

While aiming to meet the current requirements ensuring high quality of tertiary education,
the teachers’ competences, i.e. both hard and especially soft skills, acquire a special value.
Researchers persistently point out that the teacher’s personal qualities become a focal point when
delivering educational information and maintaining high level of students’ motivation (Aristovnik
et al., 2020). One of the ways the teacher can create an efficient learning environment and increase
the students” motivation is by demonstrating charismatic attitudes in the instructional settings
(Bolkan & Goodboy, 2014). Over the past decades, the phenomenon of charisma has been
intensively explored by scholars representing various research areas, e.g., sociology, politology,
psychology, pedagogy, etc. (Tal & Gordon, 2015). Such a careful scrutiny allowed to realize that
charisma is rather a psychological and organizational quality which can be taught and acquired
than a unique gift inaccessible to an average person (Antonakis et al., 2012).

The results presented here are based on the study carried out at one of national universities
in Ukraine (the respondents were 112 students with the age range of 19 to 23 years, 89 students of
bachelor’s program, and 23 students of master’s program) (Kuziukova et al., 2024). It was
established that teacher’s charisma can be treated as a subcomponent of transformational
leadership, thus comprising the following major components: personal empathy, personal
intensity, and intellectual challenge. On the other hand, it was found out that charismatic teaching
closely correlates with intrinsic students’ motivation and perceived learning, triggering and
boosting the level of those two components in students. It is evidenced, however, that the effect of
teacher’s charismatic behaviors decreases proportionally to the students’ intrinsic motivation level
which in its turn negatively influences their learning.

Thus, teacher’s charisma can be a key factor when ensuring the quality of tertiary
education, increasing and maintaining the students’ motivation level. Nevertheless, a very
important role is played by the students’ initial intrinsic motivation which can significantly impact
the perceived learning results.
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UKRAINIAN HERITAGE AT THE TIME OF WAR: A MULTIMODAL IMAGE
DEPICTED BY “EURONEWS”

This research, within Work Package 5 “Strategic Communication of Ukraine’s Heritage”
of Jean Monet project “Challenges and opportunities of EU heritage diplomacy in Ukraine”,
# 101127459 (2023-2026), is part of a broader study aimed to expose the image of Ukrainian
heritage as represented in the world mainstream media (the West and the Global South) at the time
of Russian-Ukrainian war. The media outlet discussed here is Euronews, a reputable news
network, considered to be a credible source of information on European and international issues.

At present, the understanding of cultural heritage goes beyond the monumental remains of
cultures and encompasses numerous categories of tangible and intangible artifacts important to
national identity. Heritage is concerned with long-standing qualities and practices that constitute
an essential part of a country's character (Winter, 2015; Concept, 2021). As a core of Ukrainian
identity, Ukrainian heritage is one of the pivots in the strategic communication within the country
and on the international arena, especially at the time of Russia’s assault against Ukraine at the
military and information fronts.

The media image of Ukrainian heritage is inferred from the multimodal media texts published
in English by Euronews during February 24, 2022 — July 31, 2024. Within this timespan, the media
outlet highlights Ukrainian heritage in 149 articles comprising 570 verbal and 324 visual references to
the respective topics. Their diversity has been thematically arranged as a cognitive ontology built
according to the principles of Cognitive Linguistics (Zhabotynska & Ryzhova, 2022). The image of
Ukrainian heritage has the cognitive ontology, or thematic arrangement, grounded on the hierarchy
“information spaces [which include] > thematic domains [which include] > thematic parcels [which
include] > thematic quanta (TQ)”. TQ generalize the verbal and visual content of the empirical texts,
and shape the overarching schematic narrative describing its media image. The above ontology
demonstrates the constituents of such media image, and their salience which is defined with regard to
verbal and visual iterations of the references to a particular topic.

Within the ontology of the “Ukrainian heritage” image portrayed by Euronews, the two
information spaces — (1) UKRAINIAN HERITAGE PROPER (25,6% of the verbal and 20,4% of the
visual references) and (2) UKRAINIAN HERITAGE UNDER RUSSIA’S ATTACK (74,4% and 79,6%
of the visual references) — vary in prominence, with the latter space being thrice as visible. Within the
first space, the most salient topic is “Culture” (Ukraine has a rich culture and demonstrates it to the
world), with a balance of verbal and visual references. Within the second space, the most salient topics
are “Ukrainian cultural elites work for the war” (they demonstrate patriotism and resilience, they
contribute to Ukraine’s resistance and raise money for the war), “Ukrainian cultural elites suffer in the
war” (they experience hardships and find refuge / are hosted abroad), “Foreign cultural elites support
Ukraine” (they demonstrate solidarity with Ukraine, perform and exhibit Ukrainian content, donate
money to Ukraine), and “War in the mirror of Ukrainian culture” (Ukrainian cultural elites depict the
war). Visual references tend to considerably enhance the salience of foreign elites supporting Ukraine,
and the works of Ukrainians depicting the war.

The obtained findings reveal the stance of the media outlet (in focus are people rather than
material damage), while giving rise to some recommendations for the EU and Ukrainian strategic
communicators of Ukrainian heritage.
